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USA, RUSSIA AND CHINA: CHANGING DYNAMICS OF SOUTH ASIA

Abstract

For the last some years, Russia is struggling hard to regain its power and influence in South
Asia, it had lost with withdrawal of its forces from Afghanistan at the close of 1980s as there onwards
the region witnessed several ups and downs including the emergence of the People’s Republic of China
as the second largest economy of the world, only next to the US and taking over the position once
enjoyed by the old USSR against America. Apart from this region, Russia has been working for long to
make US and its allies uneasy in various parts of the world and has succeeded in its objectives in
Central Asia, Eastern Europe, creating division in NATO members and to some extent in degrading
Western alliance. Although, Kremlin’s motives and objectives became clear with its annexation of
Crimea in March 2014 after conduct of a referendum there when Barrak Obama was the President of
America who refocused its Asia policy and first tried to persuade China to work as a junior partner of
the US but failing on the count began to improve its strategic partnership with New Delhi and revived
US interest in resurgence of Quad- an association od five maritime democratic nations that include, US,
Japan, Australia, India and South Africa, apart from forging new alliances with countries of South and
Southeast Asia and nations around the Indian Ocean region to encircle China and contain its hegemony
at regional and global levels. However, despite all these today in 2021, the US alliance in South Asia
and in its surroundings appears weak and poor in comparison to emerging joint front of China, Russia,
and Pakistan, viewed in the light of US withdrawal from Afghanistan, Russia taking keen interest in
Kabul peace process and China, a heavyweight power, having its clout on most nations of the region
except India and Bhutan who are still not in favour of Chinese Belt and Road Initiative project.

Perceptional background

At the time Second World War ended in 1945, there were two great dominating
powers — the United States of America (USA) and Union of the Soviet Socialist Republic
(USSR), representing two powerful ideological currents of the time-Capitalism and
Communism that prepared the basic grounds for their keen competition and regional as well as
global rivalry. It also matched with the timing of a large number of countries mostly from
Asia, Africa and Latin America struggling for their independence and sovereignty and the two
super powers, USA and USSR became active and aggressively competitive in influencing
them and getting their favour in order to dominate the world politics in times to come. This
situation brought before the world a war-like circumstances, not hot or declared but a Cold
War, a mind game to defeat each other in areas of their influence and for the purpose they
founded several military and non-military alliances, such as, NATO, WARSA, SEATO,
CENTO and many more. In a significant development in Asia, only four years later in 1949,
another state, China emerged as a powerful Communist country which further enhanced US
Challenge in the region and in Southeast Asia, in particular, although after some time it also
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gave birth to a rivalry between China and USSR itself. The two potent forces of the time had
almost opposite ideology, system of government, structural setup, party system, economic
mind-set and system of centralized or decentralized control, freedom of individual and press as
well. These two variants worked forcefully during the entire period of Cold War which
roughly lasted till the disintegration of USSR in early 1990s. However, the same competition
between them, with China as forerunner of the Communist group emerged again from the year
2000, and now it has taken an ugly form across the world including the region South Asia.
Polarisation of powers in South Asia

In comparison to other regions of the world, the countries of South Asia are complex,
volatile and politically explosive. It is a region that lies between the sea routes of the Indian
Ocean, more precisely, Persian Gulf and Asia-Pacific and land routes of Central Asia
connecting Europe to the East. It is also a large reservoir of natural and human resources,
making it a prime destination for finance capital, a lucrative market for trade and a source of
cheap raw material and viewing its potential the region has always been an arena of great
power competition and their managements and so it has been famous in previous decades for
rivalry among three contending powers- America, China and Russia. At regional level these
three big countries have been active to show their influence on India and Pakistan, divided in
terms of polarisation. In most of the period while India has functioned as an ally of Soviet
Union, Pakistan has been clearly sided with the United States of America in addition to its
moderate role in Muslim countries, Middle East and the Gulf areas on behalf of the West but
in recent years for China too. In contemporary South Asia, the power dynamics has been
changed in last two decades due to the active role of Russia under President Vladimir Putin,
emergence of China in parallel to the US and Russia and Pakistan coming with Beijing’s side.
It all began with the reentry of US, the single super power of the time, in the year 2001 and
strengthening of its relations with Afghanistan, Pakistan and India, and at the same time
activation of Russia with its close relations and acceptance of China as big power of the region
and a potential challenger of America at global level testify the fact that the region South Asia
is going to a hot bed of world politics in coming years and decades. Although, viewing the
possible polarisation the US had also worked continuously to cap the hegemonic and
expansionist China but it was strongly reverted back to the US and the latter had failed
miserably to check/stop Beijing’s day-night growth of capability at regional and global level.
In between these complexed situations a more delicate dilemma has emerged before India in
its relations with Russia and Pakistan’s relations with America, both being trusted and tested
ally of each other. It appears that a renewed wave of new Cold War is at South Asia’s
doorstep.
Joe Biden and South Asia

The fast-changing global milieu and particularly the region South Asia will provide
before the foreign policy of the United States of America more challenges in comparison to
any other part of the globe as for its main policy theme- counterterrorism and containment of
China. It is the experimental hub or laboratory where affected countries as well as nations
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outside the region would judge its success or failure, because on both these counts American
policy has shown a poor image or not up to the mark, and India, its most dependable ally in the
region, remained virtually defenceless. In this context not to talk of the foreign policy of
Donald Trump which proved a disaster for the region and in its relations with China where
each and every hostile action of America was met with a hostile Chinese reaction and it
appears that in trade sanctions too Beijing had searched so many alternatives to make up the
loss incurred by the US sanctions. In case of Afghanistan, the US has said final goodbye being
fade up but leaving the country without erecting any viable democratic setup and fully
smashing the global terror force ‘Taliban’ and giving Pakistan a free hand on terrorism against
India and all others who are not on good terms with Islamabad and Beijing will invite more
dangers for the region. The new alliance -in- the- making that include-China, Russia, Pakistan
and Afghanistan more against the US and its allies in South Asia will definitely be a big
challenge for the administration of Joe Biden in the days to come and US policy as a whole
will remain on the radar of world politics, where countries of the region would be bound to
live in constant fear and dilemma as well.

In contrast to his predecessor Donald Trump, the new President of America Joe Biden
has promised to revive the old US policy of commitment and multilateralism, protection and
promotion of human rights all over the world and reiterated American policy to work
genuinely for climate change. In fact, the four years of Trump Administration has itself ruined
the world values and international rules that the country had itself created after the end of
Second World War and others followed those rules and values because of the moral power of
the US. The regime ended the American favoured methods of dialogue, reasoning, persuasion
and negotiation and, in place, adopted bluster and bullying which also harmed America in case
of Chinese sanctions. In South, Southeast Asia and several European countries US image as a
reliable strategic partner has also went low due to over emphasis on bilateralism and
intentional ignorance of multilateralism. The several research institutes of Southeast Asia
conducted surveys which indicated little or no confidence in United States but the same
institution in a fresh survey held in early 2021 expected more American engagements in the
region and fortunately, from the year 2019 Chinese reputation as a political and strategic
partner has also waned due to controversies and global impacts of Covid-19 and Beijing’s role
in its propagation. However, on several counts the new President is likely to continue Trump’s
policy, for example, withdrawal of US forces from Afghanistan, maintaining workable
relations with Pakistan and rapidly growing US- India partnership which enjoyed forward
movement during the Trump years.

Days ahead in South Asia

Alike Trump, the main South Asia policy of Joe Biden will revolve around its rivalry
with the People’ Republic of China and increasingly India-China disputes with Beijing’s
deepening footprints across the region, proliferated by the Chinese Road and Belt Initiative
(BRI). The Belt and Road Initiative projects of China has become very popular not only in
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Asia but in other continents too and about 140 countries of the world have recognised this
development scheme of China, perhaps the biggest challenge for the US not only in this region
but across the world. To meet the challenges of BRI, the US-led alliance of maritime
democratic countries, a politic- strategic front Quad, stands nowhere. At the juncture, US
needs to launch a scheme of infrastructural development for the developing and less developed
nations of the world and also provide sufficient funds for the purpose to compete with China at
the regional and global levels and get solid support therefrom. A lot of changes have occurred
since the Biden left the vice-presidency four years ago and China has taken an even stronger
authoritarian turn and in the changed situation, the nations of Asia and South Asia, in
particular, is looking for surer policy trend in this part of the globe especially on trade and
investment.

At present, the general observation of US policy is largely about the change of style
and mode of dealing on the part of America which is going to be softer and kinder as well as
more consistent and predictable, however, it does not indicate any basic change in its
contemporary South Asian policy and it will receive less strategic focus alike during the earlier
term. On the issue of counterterrorism, it is hoped to keep a vigil on Taliban and its allied
groups and he may increase the pressure on Pakistan to stop the India-focused terror networks
on its soil. In the context, the region South Asia may be affected by the US policies towards its
key rivals- Iran, China and Russia, Biden needs to pay more attention on Russia as previous
regime was not so serious about the activities of Kremlin in Afghanistan, Pakistan And China.
No doubt, a relaxed US relation with Iran and Russia will prove beneficial for New Delhi due
to its commercial connections with both but any relaxation given to China will cost India
dearly for its decade-old rivalry with Beijing. Washington also needs to keep a close eye on
Chinese activities in Pakistan, Bangladesh and Sri Lanka where new strategic schemes are in
the formative. Although the new American administration has shown interest in strengthening
Quad and also meeting with high-level meeting with Chinese officials, but its policy needs to
be more result-oriented than earlier in view of the growing complexed challenges in and
around the region, South Asia.
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INDIA’S ROLE IN SAARC

Introduction:

The South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation (SAARC) was created in 1985
to promote economic development and social progress in South Asia through regional
cooperation. Presently, it has eight member countries namely Afghanistan, Bangladesh,
Bhutan, India, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka.

With a combined landmass of 5.12 million square kilometres, a total population
exceeding 1.65 billion, more than 60% of whom are below thirty, and an aggregate GDP of
over US $6 trillion in PPP terms, the eight- member SAARC grouping was expected to play a
critical role in the new Asian century ,provided it could overcome problems of poor domestic
governance, export of terror by some, of sporadic outbursts of ethnic, communal and sectarian
conflicts and unresolved border disputes gifted by the colonial past.

The establishment of SAARC in 1985 was a milestone in the institutionalization of
regional cooperation in South Asia, a region betraying glaring paradox: abundant in human
and natural resources but mired in poverty as well. SAARC aims at accelerating the process of
socio-economic development in member states through ‘collective self-reliance". Its creation,
therefore, kindled hopes amongst South Asian peoples for a better marked by prosperity and
freedom from want. SAARC has, however, failed live up to such expectations. India, the
predominant power in the region, commitment to SAARC, has had tried to ensure that the
latter deliver the by focusing on poverty alleviation, infrastructure development, regional
economic integration and proper harnessing of region's resources, encouraging people-to
people contact, and by taking appropriate measures in this regard. India has urged the member
states to put aside their rivalries and concentrate their attention and energies on regional
development delivering win-results. Despite this, the hostility between the two developed
regional powers- India and Pakistan- as well as the in-built asymmetry in the Indo-centric and
the consequent threat perception among smaller countries of the region, frustrated India's
sincere but cautious attempts.

India’s Role in SAARC:

e India, given its size, population, economy and central location is indeed the pivot of
SAARC. It has common land/sea borders with six of the seven other members which
places it in an unquestionable leadership role. Unfortunately, due to these very reasons
often India willy-nilly becomes the target for its SAARC neighbours who suffer from the
"Big Brother Syndrome”. India because of its geography, economy, international stature
and commitment to the region is central to SAARC. The SAARC region has acute
asymmetrical power balance as India encompasses more than 75 percent of the region’s
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GDP and more than 70 percent of population, territorial dependency in India is high and
it possesses enormous military power compared to other countries in the region. Taking
the region along in our march towards progress and prosperity is both an economic and
demographic imperative. India has so far contributed over US$ 530.- million to SAARC
institutions for socio-economic development. India’s emphasis is on three central themes
of SAARC- trade, connectivity and people-to- people contact.

e India has hosted key meetings of SAARC Ministers of Transport, Home, Finance, Trade,
Agriculture, Culture, Health, Environment, Education and Science & Technology. It has
organized a number of training programmes /workshops /seminars on subjects as diverse
as space technology to performance management, digital economy to tourism.

¢ Another major contribution of India to cooperation in the SAARC framework, India is
home to South Asian University (SAU). It was established through an Inter-
Governmental Agreement at the 14th SAARC Summit (April 2008) to provide world
class educational facilities and professional faculty to students and researchers from
SAARC countries. It offers Master’s and M.Phil/PhD programmes in eight disciplines.
Presently, there are over 550 students and around 60 faculty members. The university
functions from its temporary premises in Akbar Bhavan, New Delhi. India is committed
to bear the entire capital cost towards the construction of its permanent campus, which is
in progress over 100 acres of land in Maidangarhi in Delhi. The university is expected to
move to its permanent campus in the near future. SAU’s operational budget is on the
basis of contribution by all SAARC countries, with India being the largest contributor.

e At the 18th SAARC Summit in Kathmandu, India offered to develop and launch a
satellite dedicated to SAARC countries, monitor polio-free countries and provide polio
and pentavalent vaccines to the children of South Asia, liberalize the regime of business
and medical visas, increase intra-regional tourism, promote use of solar energy, increase
cross-border physical, digital and knowledge connectivity, Ishare its expertise in disaster
management and mitigation etc. India has contributed US$ 1.05 million for up gradation
of the SAARC Tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS Centre laboratory in Kathmandu to a
supranational laboratory.

¢ India has called for a Regional Air Services Agreement and offered to help in creating an
enabling environment to reduce telecommunications costs to improve connectivity. It is
also the prime mover behind the proposed Motor Vehicles Agreement and the Railways
Agreement. India is also actively engaged in implementation of the SAARC Framework
Agreement for Energy Cooperation which offers a conducive environment to facilitate
cross border electricity trade within the SAARC region.

e India’s trade with South Asia accounts for around 5.5% of its global trade. We have been
advocating expedited negotiations/implementation of agreements, promoting
investments, trade, exchanges in the region. Under SAFTA, India has unilaterally
offered duty free access on all items to the SAARC LDCs and has met the Phase Il
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commitments for non-LDCs. It has zero tariff for goods coming from LDCs. We are
eliminating 455 out of 480 tariff lines in our Sensitive Lists for LDCs.

¢ India is ready with its schedules of commitments for early operationalisation of SAARC
Agreement on Trade in Services(SATIS). Our approach is to lead in tariff reduction and
eliminate sensitive lists in a calibrated, yet, progressive way.

e The fledgling SAARC Development Fund(SDF) finances sub-regional projects
envisaged under its social, economic and infrastructure windows. India is the only
country to have paid its assessed contribution( for the entire 5 year period) of US$ 89.9
million and a voluntary contribution of US$ 100 million.

e A currency swap arrangement for the region, with a base fund of US$ 2 billion from
India provides short term foreign exchange liquidity requirements of Member States.

¢ India has been extending financial support to a number of cultural organizations working
for regional integration in the SAARC context. SAARC Bands Festival, Literature
Festival and Crafts Festivals, Folklore Festivals have become annual features. A SAARC
Museum of Textiles and Handicrafts and Training Centre is being established in New
Delhi.

e India's initiative of extending its National Knowledge Network (NKN) to the countries
of South Asia has been extended to Sri Lanka, Bangladesh and Bhutan. The Prime
Minister of India inaugurated the extension to Bhutan in August 2019. Extension to
other participating SAARC countries is under progress. India launched a South Asian
Satellite (SAS) in May 2017 from Sriharikota. Demonstration terminals of SAS have
been installed in Bhutan, Maldives, Afghanistan, Nepal, Bangladesh and Sri Lanka..
Aectors area, security and broader people- to-people contacts.

¢ India understands and appreciates the concern over the challenge of climate change in
the region. It has established an Endowment for Climate Change with a corpus of Rs. 25
crores to finance environment related projects. India has unilaterally undertaken several
regional projects in the fields of solar rural electrification, rainwater harvesting, seed
testing etc.

¢ India also hosts the Interim Unit of SAARC Disaster Management Center (IU) at the
Guijarat Institute of Disaster Management (GIDM), Gandhinagar. It has been operational
since November 2016, serving the needs of all SAARC member states through policy
advice, technical support on system development, capacity building services and training
for holistic management of disaster risk in the SAARC region. India is fully aware of
challenges in South Asia, with cross-border terrorism being the most serious of those
challenges. At the last Informal Meeting of SAARC Foreign Ministers held in New York
on the sidelines of UN General Assembly on 26 September 2019, India stressed how the
problems that beset SAARC were not just a story of missed opportunities but also of
deliberate obstacles, terrorism being one of them and that elimination of terrorism in all
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its forms is a precondition not only for fruitful cooperation, but also for the very survival
of our region itself.

e |n this COVID- 19 situation, At the initiative of the Prime Minister, a Video Conference
of SAARC— Leaders on combating COVID-19 was held on 15 March 2020. It
demonstrated the shared resolve of countries in the SAARC region to fight together the
unprecedented challenge of the coronavirus pandemic. India created a COVID-19
Emergency Fund with an initial offer of USD 10 million to meet the costs of immediate
actions. India’s humanitarian relief in the region includes supply of essential drugs,
antibiotics, medical consumables, COVID protection and testing kits, and other
laboratory and hospital equipment SAARC Disaster Management Centre (Interim Unit)
in Gandhinagar, with— the assistance of MEA, MoHFW and our Missions, have set up a
dedicated website on Covid-19 ( http://www.covid19-sdmc.org/ ) for use by SAARC
countries. A video conference of health professionals representing all SAARC countries
at the level of Director General of Health Services (DGHS) was held in March 2020. A
video conference of trade officials of SAARC countries was held in April 2020 to
discuss the impact of travel restrictions and the larger COVID-19 situation on intra-
regional trade. India has developed a ‘SAARC COVIDI19 Information Exchange
Platform— (COINEX)’ platform for use by all SAARC countries to facilitate exchange
of specialized information and tools on COVID-19 among designated health
professionals.

India enjoys excellent bilateral relations with Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Maldives,
Nepal and Sri Lanka. As per our ‘Neighbourhood First’ policy, India is an active development
partner and is engaged in several projects in these countries. Our engagement with these
countries is based on a consultative, non-reciprocal and outcome-oriented approach, while
focussing on delivering benefits like greater connectivity, improved infrastructure, stronger
development cooperation in various India has been steadfast in its commitment of sharing the
fruits of technological advances with like-minded countries in its neighbourhood.
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ROLE OF INDIA IN SOUTH ASIAN ASSOCIATION FOR REGIONAL
COOPERATION

SAARC is the Regional intergovernmental organization and geopolitical union of nations in
South Asia. its member states include Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, Nepal, Maldives,
Pakistan and Shri Lanka. India, the largest economy and the most populous country in the region. India
is an idealist as well as realist in its ongoing efforts to revitalize the SAARC as the preeminent forum of
regional cooperation and integration. For the India Story can’t be delinked from the state of south Asia,
its choices and its conflicts and its surging hopes and aspirations. Twenty-nine years after its founding
and in the run up to the 30™ anniversary in 2015, it’s time for SAARC to bridge the gap between grand-
sounding declarations and concrete action that can make South Asia a potent and effective player in the
region and the world at large.

Introduction

SAARC was established in December 1985 during the first SAARC summit that was
held in Dhaka. After gaining independence from the British rule, India adopted the policy of
NSR or National Self Reliance and next formed SAARC along with 7 other member nation of
South Asia namely: Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, Nepal, Maldives, Pakistan and
Shri Lanka. Which continue to be its members till date.
India is one of the founding member nations of SAARC, or the South Asian Association for
Regional Cooperation, and is the home of two regional centers within the organization, the
SAARC Documentation Centre and the SAARC Disaster Management Centre. India holds a
permanent seat on the SAARC Board of Directors, and Indian representatives have twice
served as secretary general of the organization.
India succeeded in building excellent trade relations and cordial relations on social, political
and economic front with the SAARC countries.
According to the International Democracy Watch, SAARC was founded by India and 7 other
Southeast Asian nations in 1985. The organization was created to promote understanding and
cooperation in a variety of fields between countries in the region. India has been a member of
SAARC consistently since the organization’s beginnings, and Indian representatives were
heavily involved in drafting the charter that all the nations eventually signed.
India also frequently plays host to SAARC committee members when they meet for
organizational summits. For example, the 1986 summit, in which the duties of the SAARC
secretariat were revised and expanded, was held in Bangalore, India. In 2007, the 14" SAARC
summit was held in Delhi, India. This summit was notable because it marked the first time a
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new country was invited to become a member of SAARC when representatives from
Afghanistan signed the charter.

SAARC ‘s prime objectives include: promoting the welfare of the people of South
Asia, accelerating the Economic growth, social progress; providing dignified livelihood to all
individuals and on a larger scale promoting the self-reliance amongst the South Asian nations
and building trust and appreciation for other countries’ problem.

History:

It was back in 1980 when the concept of regional political and economic cooperation
in South Asia was first thought of and fired the public imagination. Even before that, the idea
was discussed in three major conferences: Asian Relations Conference (New Delhi), Baguio
Conference (Philippines) and Colombo Powers Conference (Sri Lanka), which were held
between 1947 and 1954. Ex-president of Bangladesh, Ziaur Rahman was the one who made a
formal proposal on May 2, 1980. The first SAARC summit was held in Dhaka on 8 December
1985, when the organization was established. Afghanistan is the only new inclusion that
happened since SAARC was established.

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Why India needs a strong SAARC

If charity begins at home, then foreign trade should definitely begin with neighbors.
Unfortunately, the total value of India’s trade with all the other SAARC members, put
together, is less than a third of its total trade with just China. PM Modi realized that a
meaningful cooperation can materialize only when there is mutual trust and willingness among
member countries to resolve and overcome bilateral differences and apprehensions for the
greater good of their own people.

The PM plans to forge stronger economic cooperation and increase intra-South Asian
trade by removing bottlenecks. He is also likely to focus on improving and expanding
connectivity in the region that would lead to better economic partnership. He has also
emphasized on energy cooperation, on the lines of power generation and trade with Bhutan and
Nepal. He plans to set up a SAARC Bank, on the lines of the BRICS Bank, to take forward his
South Asia initiative.

India has a major responsibility in this respect on account of several factors. The most
important factor is that India is the only country, which shares borders with all the SAARC
countries, barring Maldives and Afghanistan. The implication of this geographical reality is
that India has to facilitate the establishment of strong economical linkage with the neighboring
countries. More importantly, India should take initiatives to solve difficulties, which the
partner countries have been experiencing in trade with India on matters relating transit
facilities.

Currently, India runs a huge $ 15 billion trade surplus with other SAARC countries,
with Exports worth $ 17.5 billion and imports of just $2.5 billion. The idea is to correct this
skewed figure in a way so that Indian businesses can source more from other SAARC
countries and build better value chains. For this, India has to invest more in the region by
taking advantage of the arbitrage in wage and electricity rates. From Maldives in the south of
India to Bhutan in the north several SAARC countries are keen to seek Indian investment and
expertise. It is estimated that 5550f intra-regional trade potential in South Asia remains
untapped.

Bhutan is keen to seek Indian investments in four to five sectors, including power,
tourism, construction and industry. In the future, there will be openings for smaller power
projects for private sectors companies to consider. In Maldives, Indian investors can look at
tourism, hotel, ports, airports and fisheries. It is for the Indian the $1 billion level in the next
three years from the current level of about $200 million.

Modi also wants trade to be a key element in improving ties with Pakistan.

While in the second phases, Pakistan and
India decided to put the tariffs on goods initiatives taken to trade freely in the region has
encountered a lot of problem but still we cannot ignore that the member countries are
proceeding ahead with their plans to improve the regional growth and cooperation
Regional Economic Integration

“Deeper Integration for Peace, Progress and Prosperity.” The agreement on South
Asian Free Trade Area (SAFTA) has led to a scaling up of intra-regional exports to about
US$22 billion in 2013 from US$ 10 billion in 2006, but experts say this is just the tip of the
iceberg. The best is yet to come, and India is expected to proactively join efforts with other
countries for actualizing the vision of a South Asia Economic Union. The economic union
envisages greater trade liberalization, the development of cross-border trade infrastructure and
the removal of non-tariff barriers, which is hindering the free movement of goods and services
in the region. With the Modi government looking to make India a manufacturing powerhouse,
Prime Minister Modi is expected to push for creating new cross-border production networks
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and joint manufacturing projects. India should also be pushing for proactive implementation of
the SAARC agreement on services as the long-range goal of creating a seamless economic
space in the region can only be achieved by free movement of not just goods, but through the
liberalization of services and the free movement of professionals.

India’s disputes and military rivalry with Pakistan is believed to be the cause of ineffectiveness
of SAARC in integrating South Asian countries. If Indo-Pak relations improve, many SAARC
nations could benefit from it by improved trade relations and creation of better export markets.
SAARC has failed to work towards regional co-operation mainly because India has been
reluctant to solve major regional disputes which have given rise to economic and problems in
south Asia.

Since India has an unbeatable economic, military strength and international influence
compared to all 7 members of SAARC the disparity of power brings in the reluctance from
smaller states to work with India. They have fear of dominance from India if they co-operate in
order to facilitate faster economic growth.

Conclusion

SAARC is the Regional intergovernmental organization and geopolitical union of
nations in South Asia. Its member states include Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, India,
Nepal, Maldives, Pakistan and Shri Lanka. India. India has been an active member of the
SAARC and aims fostering better mutual understanding by supporting people-to-people
initiatives.

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INDIA'S NUCLEAR DOCTRINE AND POLICY: EVOLUTION

The most significant component of India’s nuclear policy is the government’s
consistent claim that nuclear weapons are political instruments, not military tools. India sees its
nuclear policy as a way of guaranteeing the sovereignty and territorial integrity against the
threats possessed by other nuclear powered states. This is important as India has traditionally
believed that states should decide for themselves whether to pursue nuclear power, which often
contrasts with what current nuclear powers believe. India’s efforts to depict nuclear weapons
as purely political instruments is rooted in the multiple objectives and constraints related to its
national security policy. The reluctance-and perhaps inability to pursue a conventional war that
threatens either Pakistani or Chinese national survival is seen to result in its being spared the
prospect that either of its adversaries will actually use nuclear weapons against India. Since
none of the multiple objectives sought by Indian political leaders can be attained through the
use of nuclear weapons as military instruments, the use of these as political instruments is
reinforced by this declaratory policy. While this policy has changed over time, given the
various regimes and technological advances, it is unlikely to significantly shift any further.
India’s Nuclear Doctrine —

India shall pursue a doctrine of credible minimum deterrence. In this policy of
'retaliation only', the survivability of our arsenal is critical. This is a dynamic concept related to
our strategic environment, technological imperatives and the needs of national security. The
fundamental purpose of Indian nuclear weapons is to deter the use and threat of use of nuclear
weapons by any state or entity against India and its forces. India will not be the first to initiate
a nuclear strike but will respond with punitive retaliation should deterrence fail.

Main Features of India’s Nuclear Doctrine -

i) Building and maintaining a credible minimum deterrent;

ii) A “No First Use” posture; nuclear weapons to be used only “in retaliation against a

Nuclear attack on Indian territory or on Indian forces anywhere”;

iii) Nuclear retaliation to a first strike will be “massive” and designed to inflict
“Unacceptable damage”.

iv) Nuclear retaliatory attacks to be authorized only by civilian political leadership
Through the Nuclear Command Authority.

v) Non-use of nuclear weapons against non-nuclear weapon states.

vi) India to retain option of retaliating with nuclear weapons in the event of a major
Attack against it with biological or chemical weapons;

vii) Continuance of strict controls on export of nuclear and missile related materials
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And technologies, participation in FMCT negotiations, continued moratorium on
Testing.
viii) Continued commitment to goal of nuclear weapon free world, through global
and non-discriminatory disarmament.
India’s nuclear Policy- Evolution
India’s View - NPT & CTBT -
The Lock Sabha debated the NPT on 5 April 1968. The then Prime Minister late Smt. Indira
Gandhi assured the house that "we shall be guided entirely by our self-enlightenment and the
considerations of national security”. She highlighted the shortcomings of the NPT whilst
reemphasising the country's commitment to nuclear disarmament. She warned the house and
the country "that not signing the Treaty may bring the nation many difficulties. It may mean
the stoppage of aid and stoppage of help. Since we are taking this decision together, we must
all be together in facing its consequences”. That was a turning point. This House then
strengthened the decision of the Government by reflecting a national consensus.

Our decision not to sign the NPT was in keeping with the basic objective of maintaining
freedom of thought and action. In 1974, we demonstrated our nuclear capability. Successive
Governments thereafter have continued to take all necessary steps in keeping with that resolve
and national will, to safeguard India's nuclear option. This was also the primary reason
underlying the 1996 decision in the country not subscribing to the Comprehensive Test Ban
Treaty (CTBT); a decision that met the unanimous approval of the House yet again. Our
perception then was that subscribing to the CTBT would severely limit India's nuclear
potential at an unacceptably low level. Our reservations deepened as the CTBT did not also
carry forward the nuclear disarmament process. On both counts, therefore, yet again our
security concerns remained unaddressed. The then minister for External Affairs, Shri LK.
Gujral had made clear the governments' reasoning to this House during the discussions on this
subject in 1996.

Nuclear Power- National Security -

Development of nuclear technology transformed the nature of global security. Our
leaders reasoned that nuclear weapons were not weapons of war; these were weapons of mass
destruction. A nuclear weapon-free world would, therefore, enhance not only India's security
but also the security of all nations. This is the principal plank of our nuclear policy. In the
absence of universal and non-discriminatory disarmament, we cannot accept a regime that
creates an arbitrary division between nuclear haves and have nots. India believes that it is the
sovereign right of every nation to make a judgement regarding its supreme national interests
and exercise its sovereign choice. We subscribe to the principle of equal and legitimate
security interests of nations and consider it a sovereign right. At the same time, our leaders
recognised early that nuclear technology offers tremendous potential for economic
development especially for developing countries who are endeavouring to leap across the
technology gaps created by long years of colonial exploitation. This thinking was reflected in
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the enactment of the Atomic Energy Act of 1948, within a year of our independence. All the
numerous initiatives taken by us since, in the field of nuclear disarmament have been in
harmony and in continuation of those early enunciations.

Nuclear Power — Decarburizing the Environment -

Climate change arising out of Green House Gas Emissions is among the most
important challenges facing the world today. The effects of climate changes are expected to be
catastrophic, with crop losses, sea-level rise, extreme weather events and other losses predicted
by various models. Nuclear power is environmentally benign and the life cycle Greenhouse
Gas emissions of nuclear power are comparable to that of wind and solar photo-voltaic power.
Nuclear power thus contributes significantly in decarburizing the power sector and arresting
climatic changes. Nuclear power, being a compact source of energy requiring lower quantities
of fuel in comparison to coal based thermal power station. Therefore, the transport
infrastructure needed for nuclear fuel is very small. 10,000 MW nuclear power capacity needs
only about 300-350 tons of fuel per annum, as against 35-50 million tons of coal needed for a
coal fired thermal power station of the same capacity. It works to about a shipload or 20
trainloads per day. The pressure on rail, port and other infrastructure will be immense when
large thermal capacity is added, apart from emissions arising out of transporting such large
guantities of coal.

Nuclear Power — Development of Indian Industry-

At the time of country’s independence in 1947 and for several years thereafter, the
industry’s capability was limited to manufacturing and supply of equipment for cement and
sugar industry. The Indian industry exposure, manufacturing and supply of equipment for high
technology requirements was quite limited. Whereas other developed countries at that time had
well established industrial infrastructure and capability to manufacture equipment for defence
and aviation industry. The nuclear industry development in those countries was a spin-off of
the well-established industry. The Indian industry development was initiated and achieved
maturity with the development of nuclear technology. Large efforts have been put by DAE and
NPCIL to develop the Indian industry to achieve high standards in manufacturing of
equipment for nuclear power technology. Currently, the Indian Industry capability in design,
engineering and manufacturing of equipment is comparable to the international standards.
Conclusion-

India has fully committed to the promotion of peace with stability, and resolution of all
outstanding issues through bilateral dialogue and negotiations. These tests were not directed
against any country; these were intended to reassure the people of India about their security
and convey determination that this Government, like previous Governments, has the capability
and resolve to safeguard their national security interests.

India’s debate on nuclear doctrine, a threat of punitive retaliation may be more credible than
massive retaliation, though it does not obviate questions of proportionality and escalation
control. The picture may be a bit clearer regarding India’s no-first-use policy, which is very
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much integral to India’s image as a responsible nuclear state. Even with a change of view on

limited nuclear options and the acquisition of more versatile weapon systems, India faces no

need to use nuclear weapons first. To declare otherwise would sacrifice many of the political,

moral, and strategic advantages India has gained by sustaining no first use. It is worth noting

that China, despite the international community’s concerns about change in its nuclear

doctrine, continues to retain a no-first-use policy, and India presumably would not want to

attenuate that. if India does decide to move toward development of limited nuclear

counterforce options, it is imperative to avoid two mistakes that have been common in past

Indian policy and practice. The first is to make premature announcements of capability. There

is an unfortunate tendency in India, verging on standard operating procedure, to announce or

publicly discuss operational concepts or weapons systems before they actually exist.
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INDIA’S NEIGHBOURHOOD POLICY IN THE POST COLDWAR ERA
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Abstract

India’s neighbourhood policy in the changed dynamic of the Post-Cold War International
Order undergone significant transformation with the beginning of liberalization in the Indian economy
in 1991. This called for an urgent need for India to reorient and reformulate some of the postulates and
promises of its foreign policy, including its policy in the neighbourhood. Such a change was necessary
not only to adjunct the post-cold war equations and trends of economic globalization but also to meet
the challenges of the subcontinent. Besides, in the post-cold war era notion of national security has also
changed from geostrategic to geo-economics and conventional to non-conventional. South Asia is an
India-Centric region. The power asymmetry and the geographical Indo-centricity of the region mere
South Asia a particularly brittle strategic environment. India is by far the most powerful state in the
region. Over the last three decades, India’s strategic interests in the subcontinent have been growing
and a very principle that guided India’s neighbourhood policy since the early 1990s, the notion of
collective prosperity and the Gujral Doctrine, then India’s ‘neighbourhood first policy’ during 2014-
2020. Moreover there have not been seminal doctrinal changes in the conduct of India’s neighbourhood
policy but largely continued with the past with some much needed modifications.

INTRODUCTION

Domestic and external environment in which India’s foreign policy is cast has
undergone significant transformation since the end of the cold war. The years 1989-1991 were
a watershed in the history of the twentieth century. In a series of dramatic and stunning events,
the USSR and its proxy regimes in Eastern Europe collapsed. The fall of Berlin Wall in 1991
symbolises the end of Cold War which paved the way for a new world order. The ideological
struggle between capitalism and communism melted away and the world marched towards
globalization. At this moment, it is very difficult to conceptualize the new world as
multipolar, polycentric or uni-polar, but it is more akin of the situation of “non-polarity”.®
However, it is also a fact that at least in military and strategic affairs, dominance of the US
continues to exist. In the decade of 1990s, new world order replace the bi-polar system of the
Cold War era, economic factors continue to acquire greater priority over geopolitics and
strategy. Even growth of economic regionalism started acquiring prominence affecting most
of the regions of the world. But the forces striving for the benefit of larger Third World
Countries, available earlier, got either weakened or faced problems of their relevance. The old
trans-regional multi-lateral forums such as NAM, Group of *77 and UNCTAD were gradually
losing their importance. Even the very foundations of the UN became shaky and eroded in the
wake of pre-emptive attacks or outside interventions by the major powers.®
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WHY POST-COLD WAR ?

India’s neighbourhood policy is the changed dynamic of the pot cold war
international order brought about a paradigm shift with the beginning of liberalization in the
Indian economy. Simultaneous invitation of the process of globalization in most parts of the
world is strengthened the necessity for a new orientation in India’s foreign policy. Such a
change compelled India not only to adjust the post-cold war equations and trends of the
economic globalization but also to meet the challenges of the subcontinent. Besides, notion of
national security has also changed from geo-strategic to geo-economics and conventional to
non-conventional. This called for an urgent need for India to reformulate some of the
postulates and premises of its foreign policy, including its policy in the neighbourhood, taking
into account the new relations of global political developments.  Later, the consistent
improvement in its GDP growth rate made India to adapt new outlooks and orientation in its
economic dealing towards the outside world.

POLITICO-STRATEGIC DIMENSION

South Asia, is considered ‘a unique region from global perspective’ with its
problems and conflicts having their own dynamics. It continues to be a conflict-torn region
with most of the countries suffering domestic violence caused by communalism, ethnic
conflict, separatism, religious fundamentalism and socio-economic deprivation. The region
though often defined comprises small island like Maldives to India a country of continental
proportions. Its short six or seven decades old political and independent history has witnessed
the amazing functioning of the largest democracy in India to Kingdom in Bhutan to political
upheavals through frequent coup de’tats in some countries as well as resurgence of democratic
communism in Nepal. Besides two of the major countries like India and Pakistan have nuclear
capabilities that is further compounded by the already nuclear China in the larger
neighbourhood trying to keep their stilted balance by proxy through some have in the process
become the heavens of terrorist groups as part of their unstated policy in order to serve their
myopic untenable foreign policy goals and objectives. Given its geopolitical and geo-strategic
location with absolutely essential maritime trade lanes in the Indian Ocean and Arabian Sea
the countries have fought or had problems with one another or have had proxy wars and
conflicts though and sometimes for the cold war adversaries during the decades where efforts
were made to contain the resurgent futuristic outcomes of new powers like China and India.
Besides the trust deficit among the South Asian nations remains unabated. However, India’s
policy in the subcontinent has been to build a strategically severe, politically stable and
harmonious and economically cooperative neighbourhood.

India occupies a unique position in South Asia — her centrality primarily
determines the behavior of other constituent states of the region. A clear implication of this
indo-centric nature of South Asia is that in geographical, economic and military terms, the
region is decisively influenced by India. It is curious fact of the South Asian map that, while
India shares common borders with all other South Asian States, none of the others are linked

together by common frontiers, except Pakistan and Afghanistan. Thus, commonalities in
South Asia are mostly bilateral between India and each of its neighbouring countries separately
and individually. Despite its internal problems, India is by far the most powerful state in the
region: no combination of the states can outstrip Indian power. Not surprisingly, virtually all
of South Asia’s quarrels are between India and the others. The power and geographical
structure of the region, however prevent the emergence of outright polarization: the inability
collectively to match Indian power and the absence of common borders mean that India’s
neighbours can not recognize themselves into an alliance. Thus, given the asymmetrical geo-
political structure in the region with the greater prominence of India and its central regional
location, have often led here neighbours to harbour suspicion and alleged hegemonic designs
in South Asia. This perceptions among the smaller neighbours has enabled extra-regional
actors to acquire a role in the region. But maintaining regional supremacy and stability and
denying external powers in South Asia have long been key objectives of India’s foreign policy.

India’s strategic interests in these sub-regions have been growing over the
recent years both as a result to India’s own domestic interests as well as because of enhanced
Chinese influence and presence in these geostrategic region.

With the significant changes in the domestic and international sphere, it is
imperative for India to evolve a coordinated and coherent strategy vis-a-vis its neighbours.
Since 1991, India has moved from its traditional emphasis on the ‘power of argument’ to
‘argument of power’.® Given its noisy democracy, India can not build domestic political
support to foreign policy initiatives purely on the argument of power. It would continue to
need a set of values and norms to justify its actions on the world stage. As a consequence the
tension between power and principle remained an enduring one India’s foreign policy strategy.
From 1991 to 1995, Prime Minister Narasimha Rao focused on economic liberalization
policies basically pursued a friendly regional policy. Since 1996, India has pursued a dual
regional policy — positive unilateralism towards smaller neighbours and pragmatic bilateralism
towards Pakistan. The policy of positive unilateralism, initiated by India’s former Prime
Minister I.K. Gujral in 1996 and pursued since then by successive Prime Ministers A.B.
Bajpayee and Manmohan Singh. The primary goal of this policy is to win the trust of its
regional neighbours that can facilitate the growth of South Asian regionalism. While India
may have achieved some success in this policy towards smaller neighbours, its policy of
pragmatic bilateralism with Pakistan has remained problematic.

India’s search for a cooperative neighbourhood and a peaceful and secure
South Asia continued with a renewal emphasis when during a short period of 1996-97 I.K.
Gujral became the Foreign Minister and later Prime Minister of India. He advanced a concept
known as ‘Gujral Doctrine’ which envisaged a new approach to resolving disputes and
improving relations with neighbouring countries. This principle advocated a practiced the
doctrine of non-reciprocity with India’s smaller neighbours engaging a flexible, positive
approach in resolving bilateral dispute between India and her neighbours.> This principle,
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however was presumably to be confined to the smaller neighbours like Bhutan, Bangladesh,
Nepal and Sri Lanka.

Astute foreign Policy laid the cornerstone in the foundation of India’s post-
cold war neighbourhood policy, and the subsequent regimes advanced this agenda. The two
governments led by National Democratic Alliance (NDA) from 1998-2004 and United
Progressive Alliance (UPA) from 2004-2014, respectively pursued by the ‘Gujral Doctrine’ by
paying greater attention to SAARC, and expanding economic and security links with
neighbouring countries. However, during the UPA’s rule of ten years these efforts were
overshadowed by the looming concern of strained bilateral relations. India’s ties with Sri
Lanka and Nepal deteriorated partly because of domestic compulsions, its ideology and
dependence of the government in New Delhi on its regional coalition partners.

Global geopolitical and geo-economic shirts have created remarkable opportunities
and challenges for India since Narendra Modi became Prime Minister in 2014. India’s
neighbourhood policy under the ‘Modi doctrine’ seeks to focus on tightening the bond between
India and its neighbours. Prime Minister Modi has appreciated the much neglected fact that
foreign policy begins at the nations borders. First few months of Narendra Modi government
has created a series of historical milestones in India’s engagement with the immediate
neighbours and international community. His first initiative in this direction was extending
invitation to all SAARC heads of government for Prime Ministerial oath taking ceremony, first
foreign visit by Indian Prime Minister to Bhutan and other SAARC countries like Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Nepal, Sri Lanka and even Pakistan, led remarkable dynamism on foreign policy
front.

The ‘neighbourhood first policy’ has been the striving feature of the Prime Minister
Modi’s diplomatic approach. India’s neighbourhood policy under the Modi government seeks
to focus on tightening the bond between India and her neighbours, and better serving India’s
economic and social development strategy by promoting regional and sub-regional
connectivity. However, India’s ‘neighbourhood policy under the Modi government has faced
biggest hurdle in the implementation gap. If India’s relations with Pakistan deteriorated and
China expanded its strategic footprints in Nepal, Maldives and Sri Lanka. India’s cooperation
with Bangladesh, Bhutan, Afghanistan and Myanmar showed positive trends. Moreover,
there has not been any fundamental transformation of India’s foreign policy in the region since
Modi’s hope to transform India’s relations with China and Pakistan and to extend India’s
influence in South and Southeast Asia has not yielded very positive outcome.(5) Yet, the
single major coherent neighbourhood policy has been strained Indo-Pak relations. After 26/11
terrorist attack on Mumbai in 2008, for the next seven years, the composite dialogue process
between the two countries was on a halt. Prime Minister Modi after coming to power made
efforts to rebuild the relationship with Pakistan and thereby turn the course of history. But
finds it difficult to rope in Pakistan in a constructive way. Again after the Uri terrorist attack
just before the nineteenth SAARC summit scheduled to be held in Islamabad in November
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2016, India along with Bangladesh, Bhutan and Afghanistan, boycotted it and the summit was
postponed indefinitely. It is in this context India announced that increasing cross border
terrorism in the region and Pakistan’s growing interference in its internal affairs are the
reasons for its inability to participate in the summit. For the first time Pakistan has been
isolated regionally or the issue of terrorism. Besides, the civil-military dissonance on
Pakistan’s policy towards India is also making it difficult for Pakistan to relate to the states of
the region. However, much of the security challenges emanate from Pakistan because it uses
terrorism as an instrument of State Policy. India-Pakistan’s Kashmir problem and other thorny
issues like Siachen or Sri Creek from where the two countries were loggerheads for a long
times, has always been an important factor in India’s domestic politics and foreign policy
approach.

Nevertheless, the ongoing Covid-19 situation has made an economic, social and
political impact across the borders of the South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation
(SAARC) countries. Soon after the WHO, Chief on 11 March, 2020 described the spread of
‘Pandemic’ and expressed concerns over the alarming level of inaction, India’s Prime Minister
Modi on 15 March took the first step, by inviting its immediate neighbours of South Asia for a
first virtual meet. The virtual meeting emphasized on assessing the current situation and aimed
at identifying areas of cooperation to control the spread of virus and limit its economic impact.
This is in line with India’s “Neighbourhood First Policy” which was also evident, by the
presence of state heads during Prime Ministerial inauguration ceremony. In recent initiative,
India has shown diplomatic resilience and leadership by fostering Unity among the SAARC
countries in the war against Covid-19. So, the focus of India’s “Neighbourhood First Policy”
initiated in 2014 is an multiple objectives of reinvigorating relations, removing trust deficit and
building bridges of mutual beneficial cooperation both on bilateral basis as well as within the
framework of SAARC.

ECONOMIC DIMENSION

The Post-Cold war global political-economic developments in 1990s have affected the
countries belonging to the South Asian region. The impact of liberalization and opening of the
Indian economy gave a new fillip to the economic cooperation in the region as India is the
dominant economy and one of the key emerging economies of Asia and the world. India’s
growth potential and economic stamina further spillover effect to other SAARC countries and
encourage liberalization in south Asia.

India’s foreign policy started renewed global attention since the beginning of
economic reforms in 1991. Domestically, India faced a severe financial crisis in 1990 leading
to scarcity of foreign exchange for its imports from the outside world. This necessitated India
to adopt structural reforms in the form of liberalization, Privatization and Globalization (LPG)
of its economy. Since the initiation of economic reforms in 1991, India experienced an
increased pace of growth. India also witnessed an almost uninterrupted 8 percent plus growth
rate since 2003.The liberalization of India’s economy created the opportunity leading to
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greater trade with its neighbours and economic interests in South Asia became focal point of
India’s engagement with the region.

As a matter of an interesting geographic factor, India is the fifth largest economy in
the world with a GDP of $2.87 ftrillion. It also accounts for 75 percent of the regional
economic output and stands apart amongst the bunch of other SAARC countries with its image
as an emerging world economy with third largest economy in terms of purchasing power parity
(PPP) in 2019. Nevertheless, India is moving ahead of fast tracks of development even
though the growth rate has of late slowed down and may not return to 9 percent in near future.
RECENT DEVELOPMENTS: INDIA AND SOUTH ASIA

China’s new interest in South Asia and beyond is a focal point of enquiry in India’s
foreign policy dynamics in recent years. As China increases its presence and influence in
South Asia, pushing India to play a more active role in the region and SAARC. Because the
growing Chinese influence deepened the trust deficit between India and her neighbours.
China’s economy grew a record of 18.3 percent in the first quarter of 2021 and it has been the
second largest economy in the world after the United States, with hominal GDP $ 14.34 (in
trillion) in2019. Interestingly, the year 2020 saw India trading more with China than with the
US, even after the last border clashes and economic hardship created by the recent Corona
pandemic. Beijing’s attempts to establish a formal diplomatic engagement with Bhutan has
highlighted internal dynamics of India’s South Asian allies can affect the New Delhi’s
interests. Furthermore, China’s Belt and Road Initiative also another challenge India to
reconsider the whole gamut of its foreign policy objectives, strategies and structures in the
region. However, a power transition is underway in the global order, with the centre of gravity
of power shifting towards the Indo-Pacific. India should keep the Quadrilateral Security
Dialogue (Quad) option open to better deal with Chinese influence across the Indo-pacific,
Africa and beyond. Nevertheless, Quad involving Australia, Japan, the US and India, a
significant incentive to invest India’s national power and foreign policy reach in the years
ahead. China factor is expected to dominant India’s relations with her immediate neighbours
in the recent decade. Several foreign policy experts argue that India’s strategic dealing with
China has to begin with South Asia. In this context China’s new interest in regional political
mediation needs to be monitored carefully. Because, China’s rise as a revisionist power,
guestioning the global order and seeing its domination. The covidisation of the globe not only
smashed the facade of the present world order, making visible the unsightly cobwebs of real
politics but also markedly catalysed a china-US fallout that is stretching the already strained
international order to its limit. The prospects after the pandemic do not offer much consolation
either, with the possibility of a Great Recession looming on the horizon. In this context,
India’s neighbourhood policy objectives is tackling non-traditional security threats such as
cyber crime, natural disasters, food and water security, climate change, energy security,
migration, pandemics etc. must taken into consideration in regional security dynamics in South
Asia and beyond.
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CONCLUSION

In the post cold war globalized context India’s neighbourhood policy in South Asia
has undergone transformation with the realignment in global relations. Both, domestic and
external environment compelled India to reorient and reformulate its foreign policy objectives
and goals in the subcontinent. India’s foreign policy started attracting renewed global
attention since the beginning of economic reforms in 1991. India evolved a coordinated and
coherent strategy vis-a-vis its neighbours. Though India may attempt to fashion for itself a
new international identity through its engagements with all major powers, it cannot mish away
the relatives of its difficult and complex continental geography. Continuity with this tradition,
the ‘Neighbourhood First Policy’ has been striving feature of the Prime Minister Modi
government’s diplomatic approach. Present Foreign Policy aims at making India economically
a more prosperous, militarily much stronger and politically a more forceful leader in South
Asia and in World affairs.
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Introduction:

India and China are two friendly neighbours since last two thousand years. Exchanges
primarily started through Buddhism and continued in the Han, Sui, Tang, Song and Qing
Dynasties respectively. Study about India and Indian civilization, language and literature was
started in China in the beginning of the twentieth century. In the late Qing Dynasty, Chinese
scholars went western countries and India for studying English, German, Sanskrit, Pali, Hindi,
Urdu, Bengali, history, geography etc. A Chinese scholar Xu Jishang was pioneer to start
teaching Indian philosophy in 1916. According to some unofficial sources perhaps in 1917
Hindi Language study first time started in the Peking University. Another Chinese scholar
Liang Suming started teaching Indian Philosophy during 1917 — 1924. After May fourth
movement in 1919, Chinese intellectuals invited Western and Asian scholars in China for
lectures. Noble Laureate Poet Rabindranath Tagore’s visit to China (March — July 1924) at the
invitation of Liang Qichao, President of the Universities Lecture Association of China helped
building up link between scholars and intellectuals. Soon after the visit, many Chinese
students, monks, scholars came to India’s Visva-Bharati University, Bombay University,
Madras University, Benaras Hindu University study Indian languages like Sanskrit, Pali,
Hindi, Urdu, Bengali, Philosophy, History, Geography etc. These scholars included Wei
Fengjiang, Zeng Shanti, Ba Chou, Jin Kemu, Chen Hansheng etc. In India, Mahendulal Garg
(1870 — 1942) was perhaps the first person to introduce China and Chinese civilization to the
Hindi readers. In his book ‘Ti- E{CT'UT’) Chinese Mirror(, he gave introduction about China and
Chinese civilisation in 1899. The book was written on the basis of his staying in China during
Boxer War. He used to write regularly in the Hindi Newspaper “Bharat Mitra” between June —
December 1900%. In 1933, scholars and intellectuals of India and China took an effort to
establish “Sino — Indian Cultural Society” first in Nanjing and then in the next year in
Santiniketan. Then as part of India centre, they had started building a complete ‘China
Bhavan’ (Department of Sinological Studies) in Santiniketan and finally in 1937 (14 April)
Rabindranath Tagore inaugurated it with the help of Tan Yunshan. Hindi Language was

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taught along with others (Sanskrit, Pali, Bangla, Tibetan and Chinese) to the Chinese monks
and students from the very beginning?.
Beginning of Hindi Study in China and Peking University:

In 1942, Two-year Hindi Language course in China was started by the Chinese
Ministry of Education in the Oriental Languages College in Kunming. Two years later, in
April 1944, a research scholar from China Bhavana Mr. Krishna Kinkar Sinha came China to
Hindi Language®. The Ministry of Education of China sent request to Professor Tan Yunshan
to send a teacher in Hindi. In January 1946, Krishna Kinkar Sinha became Hindi Professor in
the China Bhavana and later on joined Hindi Bhavana. After Krishna Kinkar Sinha, another
scholar Prahlad Pradhan from Santiniketan came to Peking University for teaching Hindi and
Sanskrit. He had stayed nearly three and half years in China. He returned back to India in 1952
and joined in the China Bhavana.

In 1949, the Hindi department of the Peking University was started with two students
and the numbers increased to twenty seven in 1956, according to an unofficial source. Since
1950s to till recent few years ago, Peking University was the only institute where Hindi
Language taught continuously. The delegates of Indian Goodwill Mission (September —
October 1951) had met with Mr. Yin Hung-yun, Assistant Professor of Hindi of Peking
University?. The functioning of the Peking University Hindi Department and its increasing
popularity was confirmed by the Chinese academic delegates in the Osmania University while
they were visiting India as part of Chinese Cultural delegation led by Mr. Ding Xilin, Vice
Minister of Cultural Affairs in November 1951°. Jagdish Chandra Jain (1909 — 1993) was a
Hindi scholar and Indologist who had served as Visiting Professor in Hindi in the Peking
University during 1952-53. He had authored a book in Hindi titled “T-T ST & s1d1954) )
which gave an elaborate picture of contemporary China. During the ‘Hindi Chini Bhai-Bhai’
era of India — China bilateral relations made progress. Some positive steps were taken by the
two countries to promote the two languages mutually. In 1954 — 55, two Governments signed
an agreement to send two Chinese to India for learning Hindi and one Indian student to China
for learning Chinese Language. Next year i.e. 1955 — 56, both sides decided to increase the
number of students’ to five for exchange programme®. Another important step was taken by

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the Chinese Government in broadcasting Hindi programmes by China Radio from March
1959. In mid-1959, Chinese Government announced of preparation of first Hindi - Chinese
Dictionary in the pattern of Russia. One year later, Shangwu Press announced the publication
of ‘Hindi — Chinese Dictionary’. The dictionary had more than 40,000 entries and teachers and
senior students of the Hindi Section of the Department of the Oriental Languages, Peking
University gave their effort to prepare the dictionary’.

Literary Works on Hindi in China:

Since 1949, after founding of the new China, many Chinese literary works have been
translated into Hindi Language. Hindi Newspaper ‘Bharat Mitra’ published series of articles
on China written by Mahendulal Garg between June — December 1900. In the 1950s, ‘China
Pictorial’ Journal was published in Hindi, Urdu and some other languages. The Hindi version
perhaps is not available anywhere in India. It is hard for researchers and scholars to find out
documents like this in India. A researcher or student either need to come to China or search
online version if available, which is very difficult to arrange. Hindi — Chinese Dictionary
(1960) by the Department of Oriental Languages of Peking University, Hindi Textbooks
(1983) by Yin Hongyuan and Xu Xiaoyang, Hindi Grammar (1993) by Yin Hongyuan, Hindi-
Chinese Idiom Dictionary (1988) by Jin Dinghan, Elementary Hindi Couse 4 Volumes (1992)
by Jin Dinghan, Hindi — Chinese Dictionary (2000) by the Department of Oriental Languages
of Peking University, Hindi Drama Literature (2002) by Jiang Jingkui etc. are the monumental
works done by Chinese scholars®. But these works are not available in India and maximum
people are not aware. Therefore, copies of these of books, manuscripts, journals, newspapers,
letters and other related documents require to be in India. Professor Jiang Jingkui’s lecture in
MGAHYV, Wardha on January 15, 2016 focussed on these points: “HIRd 3R A Y EEHED

Hindi Cinema in China:

In October 1955, an Indian film delegation, led by Prithiraj Kapoor visited in the many
cities of China for one month. Hindi films like ‘Awara’, ‘Do Bigha Zamin’ etc. were shown to
the Chinese people. In the 1960s, Hindi film like ‘Shakuntala’, Heera and Moti’ etc. were
shown in the China Youth Centre of Beijing on weekly basis. Hindi film became popular in
China in the last forty years and many contemporary Hindi films has been dubbed into Chinese
Language. ‘Karma’ was perhaps the first bollywood film which had been dubbed into Chinese

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Language and released in Shanghai and Beijing®. Adaptation of Indian names (primarily
influenced by the Bollywood films) is an important feature for all Chinese students who
studies Hindi Language. Actor Amir Khan’s visit to China during Indian Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s visit for film promotion programme proves that bollywood craze has reached
in the middle kingdom also like any other part of the world. Simultaneously, Chinese youths
are very much interested to learn Yoga and Indian dance. Some Yoga and dance schools have
been started in Beijing and other cities where Chinese youths are taking part.

India — China Bilateral Collaboration:

Bilateral academic cooperation between the two countries has been increased in the
last two decades. Indian Book festivals were organized in the principal cities by Indian Council
of Cultural Relations (ICCR). Since 1990s ICCR created special Hindi Chair for Peking
University and Hindi learning has been increased in the last ten years in China. Some major
achievements are as follows:

20 — 28 May 2002: A University delegation led by the UGC Chairman visited Peking
University, Qinghua University, Central Minzu University and universities of Shanghai,
Guangzhou, Shenzhen etc. and discussed on various kind of co-operations.

19-20 October 2006: Centre for India Studies, Peking University had organized a seminar on
India studies and research and observed 60 years of the establishment of the Department of
Oriental Studies and 95 year birth anniversary of Professor Ji Xianlin.

14 January 2008: Indian Prime Minister met with the students of the Centre for India Studies
at Peking University including Hindi Department students. He announced funding of Rs. 75
Lakh for the Centre. The Centre was inaugurated by the former Indian Prime Minister Atal
Bihari Vajpayee in 2003. He had funded Rs. 50 Lakh for five years from 2003 to 2008.

19 June 2008: Shenzhen University has decided to create a Chair of Social Science where an
Indian Professor will be appointed every year, Indian Ambassador Nirupama Rao informed
‘Shenzhen Daily’reporters. In 12 June 2012, Shenzhen University (SZU) and ICCR signed
another MoU.

11 June 2012: Gunagdong University of Foreign Studies (GDUFS) and ICCR signed MoU
which will be valid till 31st December 2017. This was the first MoU signed by Indian
Government in any Universities in south China. According to the agreement an ICCR Chair
was established where an Indian Professor taught Hindi. This was for the first time that
Government of India established the Chair in South China.

Since 2006, nearly 200 foreign students and scholars came to Mahatma Gandhi
International Hindi University (MGIHU), Wardha to study Hindi. Nearly sixty students from
Peking University, Xi’an International Studies University (XISU), China University of
Communication (CUC), Beijing Foreign Studies University (BFSU), Guangdong Foreign
Studies University (GFSU), Shanghai International Studies University (SISU). MGIHU has

signed Memorandum of Understanding with 11 institutions of 9 countries across the world
including Beijing Foreign Studies University in December 16, 2016. The academic course for
foreign students covers Short-term (1-4 Month), One-Year Diploma, B.A., M.A. and Ph.D.
Students from U.S.A., Belgium, Italy, Germany, Hungry, Sri Lanka, China, Mauritius, Poland,
Croatia, Thailand, Japan, Nepal and South Korea etc. have studied in Wardha.

Few Chinese scholars came after 1950s who studied Hindi Language and Literature in
the Delhi University, Benaras Hindu University, Jawaharlal Nehru University etc. But after
1950s, Central Hindi Institute of Agra and Delhi played major role. The Central Hindi Institute
was established in 1962 as an autonomous organisation of the Ministry of Human Resource
Development, Government of India and is governed by the Central Board of Hindi Teaching.
Besides facilitation of Hindi Teaching-Training and higher studies in Hindi language literature,
its aim was to promote and propagation of Hindi at the national and International level. In
India, Central Hindi Institute (both Delhi and Agra) have played an important role in teaching
Hindi as a Foreign Language, particularly after 1991 to Promote of Hindi Abroad Scheme.
Among Indian scholars, Professor B. R. Deepak, Centre of Chinese and Southeast Asian
Studies, Jawaharlal Nehru University authored Chinese-Hindi Dictionary (2003) and Chinese
Poetry. It was he who translated work of 88 classical poems from 11th to 14th Century BC into
Hindi. In 2011, Chinese Government honoured Prof. Deepak with “Special Book Award” for
his contributions to Chinese studies, translation, publication of Chinese books and cultural
exchange.

Conclusion:

Hindi, Indian languages and literatures have a rich heritage in China and Peking
University shouldered principal responsibilities in the last one hundred years. But Since 2005
onward at least 10 Universities in China included Hindi Language, nearly 10 other Universities
are having research Centre. India and China are neighbouring country and language is one of
the principal medium of exchange. Demands for professional engagement through research
work, short-term as well as long-term project, translation, interpretation, consultancy work,
tourism guiding, short-term language teaching job are day by day increasing.

Therefore, it is require to carry out exchange programmes in the following fields like:
exchange of scholars, students and faculty members; organising teacher training programmes;
exchange between institutions of higher learning; exchange of teachers of Hindi and Chinese;
mutual recognition of degrees; conduct joint research activities; participation in seminars and
academic meetings; exchange academic materials as well as information; organising short-
term academic programmes; exchange of administrative managers and coordinators, conduct
joint cultural programmes; assisting in teaching courses in language and culture etc.

INDIA - PAKISTAN RELATIONS SINCE INDEPENDENCE

Introduction

India and Pakistan emerged in August 1947 as successor states of British India with
distinctive identities. India normatively and constitutionally ensconced secularity, albeit with
Hindu majoritarianism. Pakistan, in part because of its relative ethno national diversity, opted
for an overwhelming Islamic character for nation-building and securitization vis-a-vis a *
Hindu’ enemy. These incompatible state ideologies ensured that the India and Pakistan fought
a war after independence over the control of Jammu and Kashmir. Moreover, the two states
conflicted over the assessment and distribution of the colonial institutional and financial
legacy; in particular how the civil and military bureaucracy would be divided and the
appropriation of the capital. In 1965, India and Pakistan fought another inconclusive war over
Kashmir and a few years later in December 1971 fought a third war that saw India support East
Pakistani rebels and partition Pakistan, creating the independent state of Bangladesh.
Nevertheless, Pakistan quest for strategic parity with nuclear-capable India continued in the
following decades. The Siachen issue (1984), Brassatacka (1987) and Zarb-e-Momin (1989)
further confirmed the deteriorated nature of bilateral relationship..

Though then Indian Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi visited Pakistan in 1989, the two
sides failed to normalize their bilateral relations in the 1990s. Driven by their security concerns
and fear of the other’s intentions, both states fought once more over the border town of Kargil
in Kashmir in 1999. The much — hyped Agra Summit in July 2001 provided a window of
opportunity to the two countries’ leadership to sit and talk together. However, the embedded
misgivings and mistrust remained staunchly intact. Currently, India — Pakistan relations are
replete with examples of territorial conflict( namely Kashmir and Sir Creek), security
challenges ( terrorism ), energy deficits and resource shortages ( water scarcity ), strategic
uncertainty (arms race ) and geopolitical tussle ( proxy war in Afghanistan ). This rivalry takes
place in the backdrop of an overall abysmal state of human development in both states. In this
regard, this paper examines India — Pakistan relations since independence.

Roots of Conflict

Since independence, relations between Pakistan and India have been characterized
byrivarlry and suspicion. Although many issues dividethe two countries, the most sensitive one
since independence has been the status of Kashmir. At the time of Independence and the
departure of the British from South Asia, the princely state of Kashmir, though ruled by a
Hindu Maharajah, had a majority Muslim population. At first, the Maharajah hesitated in
acceding to either Pakistan or India in 1947, but when tribesmen armed by Pakistan with the
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overt support of regular troops began invading occupied Kashmir, the Hindu Maharajah had no
option other than to call upon India to repel the invasion and annexed the territory. Following
the invasion, the Maharajah offered his allegiance to India. Pakistani troops still continue to
occupy the Northern and Western portion of Kashmir referred to as Pakistan Occupied
Kashmir ( P.O.K.) in India and Azad Kashmir in Pakistan. India and Pakistan agreed with UN
resolutions which called for a UN- supervised plebiscite to determine the future of Kashmir.
But Pakistan has refused to remove their troops from Pakistan occupied Kashmir and have
thereby frustrated carrying out the plebiscite.
Indo- Pakistani War of 1965

Full- scale hostilities erupted in September 1965 when Pakistan attacked India forcing
India to attack Lahore in retaliation. Full- scale hostilities erupted in September 1965 when
Pakistan attacked India forcing India to attack Lahore in retaliation. Hostilities ceased three
weeks later, following mediation efforts by the UN and interested countries at a time Lahore,
one of the most important cities in Pakistan was on the brink of falling to the Indian Army. In
January 1966, Indian and Pakistani representatives in Tashkent, and agreed to attempt a
peaceful settlement of Kashmir and their other differences.
Indo—Pakistani War of 1971

During the Indo-Pakistani war of 1971, the Pakistan Air Force carried out bombing
raids on different airfield I India. India was thus drawn into the civil war between the east
Pakistanis of Bengal and the Pakistanis of the West, and started helping anti-Government
rebels to liberate East Pakistan to form Bangladesh. The war ended in a humiliating defeat for
Pakistan in which 90,000 Pakistani soldiers were taken prisoner by India. Large parts of
Pakistani territory were also captured by India. Pakistan President Zulfigar Ali Bhutto and
Indian Prime Minister Indira Gandhi met in the mountain town of Shimla, India in July 1972
for the Shimla Accords. India magnanimously agreed to return the large swathes of Pakistani
territory captured by India and raptriate the 90,000 captured Pakistani prisoners of war. They
agreed to a “Line of Control” (ceasefire line) in Kashmir resulting from the December 17,
1971 case-fire, and endorsed the principle of settlement of bilateral disputes through peaceful
means. In 1974, Pakistan and India agreed to resume postal and telecommunications linkages,
and to enact measures to facilitate travel. Trade and diplomatic relations wee restored in 1976
after a hiatus of five years.
Nuclear Arm Race

India’s nuclear test in 1974 generated great uncertainty in Pakistan and is generally
acknowledged to have been the impetus for Pakistan’s nuclear weapons development
programme. In 1983, the Pakistani and Indian governments accused each other of aiding
separatists in their respective countries, i.e. Sikhs in India’s Punjab state and Sindhis in
Pakistan’s Sindh province. Tensions diminished after Rajiv Gandhi became Prime Minister in
November 1984 and after a group of Sikh hijackers were brought to trial by Pakistan in March
1985. In December 1985, President Zia and Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi pledged not to attack
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each other’s nuclear facilities. A formal “ no attack” agreement was signed in January 1991. In
1996, the Indian and Pakistani governments began high-level talks to resolve the Siachen
Glacier border dispute and to improve trade.
Indo- Pakistani Cold War

Bilateral tensions increased in early 1990, when Kashmiri separatists from Pakistan
occupied Kashmir backed by the Pakistan’s ISI perpetrated violence in Indian Kashmir.
Subsequent high-level bilateral meetings relieved the tensions between Pakistan and India, but
relations worsened again after terrorist bombings in Bombay, in March 1993. Talks between
the Foreign Secretaries of both countries in January 1994 resulted in deadlock.
Improvement in Relations

In the late 1990s, the Indo-Pakistani relationship wveered sharply between
rapprochement and conflict. After taking office in February 1997, Prime Minister Nawaz
Sharif moved to resume an official dialogue with India. A number of meetings at the foreign
secretary and Prime Ministerial level took place, with positive atmospherics but little concrete
progress. The relationship improved markedly when Indian Prime Minister Atal Bihari
Vajpayee traveled to Lahore for a summit with Sharif in February 1999. There was
considerable hope that the meeting could lead to a breakthrough. However Pakistan
surreptitiously occupied certain border areas forces in Kashmir. By early summer, serious
fighting flared up in the Kargil sector. The fighting lasted about a month till the Pakistani
forces were driven out of the areas that had been surreptitiously occupied by them.
Relations between India and Pakistan continued to be strained when Pervez Musharraf came to
power on October 12, 1999 Pakistani coup d’état. India alleged that Pakistan provided
monetary and material support to Kashmiri militants, a charge which Pakistan has always
denied even in the face of direct and insurmountable evidence.
War on Terror

In 2001, following the 9/11 attacks , the United States formed an alliance with
Pakistan in its War on Terror to use its air bases for operations against Afghanistan and
preferring to confer on Pakistan the title of major Non-NATO Ally. However, as Musharraf
would later reveal in his book In the Line of Fire, Pakistan was coerced in joining the collation
against Taliban in Afghanistan. According to Mussarraf, Richard Armitage, then the Deputy
Secretary of State, threatened to bomb Pakistan back to Stone Age if it did not join the war on
terror.
Musharraf dropped his insistence that no issues could be discussed until the Kashmir issue was
fully solved. Bialateral meetings between the two sides resulted in new people-to-people
contacts. Air services and cricket matches were restored. Trains started plying between Sindh
and Rajasthan. Bans on Indian movies and TV channels were eased in Pakistan.
Transport links across the Line of Control in Kashmir were reopened. More importantly the
intelligence services and armies of the two countries started to cooperate in identifying
terrorists who threatened attacks. On June 20,2004, both countries agreed to extend a nuclear

testing ban and to set up a hotline between their foreign secretaries aimed at preventing
misunderstandings that might lead to a nuclear war. In 2007 the two countries agreed to start
flights between their capitals. Legal trade between the countries reached 2 billion dollars. After
the Mumbai terror attacks in 2008, the already fragile have once again worsened.

Relations under Prime Minister Narendra Modi Regime

India — Pakistan relations, under the Narendra Modi government in India and Imran
Khan Government in Pakistan, are arguably at the lowest point in their bilateral relationship in
this decade. The downward spiral began in 2016, after a series of terrorist incidents targeting
India’s civilian and military assets and unrest in Kashmir managed to derail political relations
between the two countries. Ceasefire violations along the Line of Control (LOC) have since
spiked into four digits, increasing every year.

Against the background of heightened political and military tensions, the bilateral
relationship has seen a further collapse in 2018 and 2019 as cross-border trade relations have
been suspended and official channels of communication between the two governments remain
shut. Diplomatic relations deteriorated further in August 2019 after Pakistan’s expulsion of the
Indian High Commissioner to protest the Indian government’s effective abrogation of Jammu
and Kashmir’s special status. The international community too, shows little appetite for
mediation in an India- Pakistan crisis.

In 2018, Indo-Pak relations continued to traverse a tense political and military climate,
even as the newly-elected, army —backed PTI government and Prime Minister Imran Khan
sought a breakthrough in the form of dialogue and the opening of the Kartarpur route, a long
held request of the Indian Sikh community. The Modi government took a more cautious
stance, ahead of the approaching election-phase in India, and refrained from making overtures
of its own toward Pakistan. The corridor moved ahead on schedule; however, the Indian side
refused to resume formal talks with Pakistan. If a breakthrough in India-Pakistan relations was
anticipated after the Indian elections in mid-2019, that eventuality was pre-empted by the crisis
in February this year.

The Pulwama-Balakot crisis set the tone of the bilateral relationship in more ways than
one. The Pulwama attack not only lent further weight to India’s accusation of cross-border
terrorism emanating from Pakistan’s territory but questioned the Imran Khan government’s
commitment and capacity to keep in check anti-India groups supported by the deep-state in
Pakistan. In India, the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) cashed in domestically on the crisis with
its “ anti-Pakistan” and “ decisive leadership “ rhetoric which, post-poll studies now show,
played an influential role in securing the Modi government a second term. The Balakot
airstrikes also reiterated Indian willingness to retaliate militarily to major incidents of terrorism
designed and launched by groups based in Pakistan.

While a full assessment of the Balakot airstrikes is still pending, the episode underscores the
shift in the regional balance of power in South Asia, in India’s favor: India, the status-quo
larger power challenging the nuclear deterrence of the smaller revisionist power, Pakistan.
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What the Modi government seems to have learnt from the February crisis is that, with
domestic support for its actions and negligible international intervention, it is now in a position
to assert its terms and conditions for the resumption of dialogue with the Government of
Pakistan. This way, the present Modi government has been able to retain its slogan of “terror
and talks cannot go together.”

Expectations in Future

The present government in India and Pakistan still harbor deep mistrust toward each
other. In India, the Imran Khan government is understood to be functioning thought the
patronage of the country’s powerful army and ISI. The Modi government doubts Kahn’s
ability to take decisions vis-a-vis India that do not serve the Pakistani Army’s interests. On the
other hand, in Pakistan, the Modi government is seen as a Hindu right —wing majoritarian
power with hegemonic ambitions in South Asia, a rhetoric that has been prominently at play in
Pakistan’s attempts to internationalize events since the abrogation of Article 370.

Given the developments in last two years and the shift in the regional balance of power

in South Asia, the Modi government is unlikely to extend an olive branch to Pakistan on terms
and timelines that can be set by the Imran Khan government. Three factors in particular could
play a role in India’s position on Pakistan bilateral relations in the coming year. First, the PTI
government’s willingness to show tangible action towards restraining individuals and groups
based in Pakistan from inciting violence and acts of terrorism in India. Second, whether the
U.S. position on India- Pakistan relations continues to align with the Indian rhetoric of calling
out Pakistan on supporting terrorist groups against India. And third, the satisfactory transition
of Jammu and Kashmir into separate union territories as per the reorganization act of 2019.
For Imran Khan, as the Kartarpur fervor dampens, domestic pressures may also play a role in
shaping his governmen’s stance on relations with India- these pressures may include the urgent
need to address the country’s economic crisis without losing the narrative on Kashmir. The
Kartarpur episode shows that in the absence of a structured formal dialogue process, even the
low-hanging fruits cannot create the necessary confidence and atmosphere for conflict
resolution.

People in South Asia, home to a vast majority of the world’s poor, need the
availability of employment opportunities more than anything else. This is essential so that no
one takes interest in destructive activities like terrorism. If there is cooperation between India
and Pakistan and not conflict, vast opportunities will open up for trade, travel and development
that will create prosperity in both nations.
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Abstract

summit, for closer cooperation in diverse areas like greater connectivity, improved
infrastructure, border security, energy.culture,,education ,food security agriculture etc

India has successfully fulfilled its commitment of sharing technological advancement
through extending its National Knowledge network to south Asian countries. Through inter
governmental agreements agreed upon at 14" SAARC Summit India is committed to provide
world class educational facilities to researchers and students from SAARC Countries

India has set up Special Purpose Facility to finance infrastructure projects in the
region, upgradation of the SAARC Supra Reference Laboratory at Kathmandu, supplying
vaccines for the children of South Asia, tele-medicine projects in Afghanistan, Bhutan and
Nepal, launching of SAARC satellite by 2016, building of South Asian University at the cost
of around USD 240 million and made voluntary contribution of US $ 100 million to the
SAARC Development Fund.

It has been operational since
November 2016, serving the needs of all SAARC member states through policy advice,
technical support on system development, capacity building services and training for holistic
management of disaster risk in the SAARC region.

India is fully aware of challenges in South Asia, with cross-border terrorism being the
most serious of those challenges. At the last Informal Meeting of SAARC Foreign Ministers
held in New York on the sidelines of UN General Assembly on 26 September 2019, India
stressed how the problems that beset SAARC were not just a story of missed opportunities but
also of deliberate obstacles, terrorism being one of them and that elimination of terrorism in all
its forms is a precondition not only for fruitful cooperation, but also for the very survival of
our region itself.

Conclusion

PM Modi’s call for a regional response to the pandemic has been a laudable step. The
opportunity to turn the crisis into an opportunity will depend on India’s willingness to co-
design a collective road map for South Asia. Initiatives undertaken by our Prime Minister to
revive the SAARC platform are commendable and will portray India as a credible global
player in preserving and promoting common global good.

India can fuel its national recovery by being the economic engine of the neighbourhood. This
is what is needed to meet the Indian aspirations of being a regional power and curb the Chinese
influence in the region.

India-Bangladesh Relations & History of Mutual Friendship:

India was the first country to
recognize the sovereignty of Bangladesh and initiated to set up diplomatic relations with the
new born country Bangladesh. It has enjoyed with its most trusted neighbor links at multi-
dimensional areas whether be, it social, cultural, linguistic etc.
(www.mea.gov.in/Portal/ForeignRelation/Bangladesh_Dec_2016.pdf, 2016). Since the Sheikh
Mujibar Rahman’s era till now India-Bangladesh relation has gone through different phases of
ups and downs. Though bi-lateral relation during BNP’s rule has witnessed downturn but
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overall both the countries have enjoyed a amicable and friendly relations with each-other.
During the rule of congress led UPA government though some issues have generated problems
but its secular approach towards Bangladesh has been considered a great security in the
conduct of Indo-Bangladesh relation. During the first tenure of NDA government under the
leadership of Narendra Modi, relation between India and Bangladesh has gone smoothly.
Constant dialogues and negotiations among both the countries have brought fruitful results.
But the existing amicable relation between India and its neighbor Bangladesh has started to
take when BJP led NDA government in its 2" tenure has passed CAA to take a step ahead
towards the establishment of a Hindu Rashtra. This movement by BJP government has caused
serious resentment

CAA and India-Bangladesh Relation: Bharatiya Janata party, a rightist element of Indian
Politics, has finally got success in capturing the power at the centre. It came to the centre with
a thumping majority after one decade of UPA rule. Narendra Modi, became the Prime Minister
of newly formed government. With the coming of BJP at the centre India-Bangladesh bilateral
relation has started to flow in new direction. Earlier Awami league in the Bangladesh and
Congress (1) in India carried secular ideals and policies in their conduct of bilateral relations.
Bangladesh enjoyed special status from India under the UPA regime. But a change from
secular to rightist has brought change in the attitude of Bangladesh government. Earlier UPA
led government under Congress had remained cautious about the internal politics of
Bangladesh. Congress said that it has full faith over the existing Awami League government. It
did not force the existing government to go for election. But after the change of regime in
India activities of new NDA government produced suspicion in the minds of Bangladesh
government. Though Narendra Modi said again and again that India will take care of
Bangladesh like the earlier regime but only assurance cannot bring desired results. Take a step
ahead Modi urged Sheikh Hasina to go for a fresh election by brining all the political parties
into the election particularly the BNP. This statement by Modi government made Hasina
depressed as she thought like earlier congress government Modi led BJP government will not
interfere in its internal affairs. The major breakthrough in the India- Bangladesh relationship
has come in the form of protest against the new CAA 2019 which has been passed by NDA
government. The issue of illegal migration is a long standing problem. In the last Assam
election we have seen how this issue has been used to win the election. Under the provisions of
CAA people of certain religious groups who constitute minority in neighbouring Bangladesh,
Pakistan and Afganistan can apply for citizenship in India. But the problem is persecuted
Muslim people of these three countries have been kept outside the purview of this newly
enacted law. (https://egazette.nic.in/WriteReadData/2020/215314.pdf, 2020) This grant of
citizenship on the basis of religion which is against the ideal of secularism which India is being
followed since the partition has gave birth wide protest throughout India. This CAA which has
been considered as India’s internal matter has impacted Country’s relation with other
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countries. Bangladesh is not an exception to it. India has always blamed Bangladesh for its
illegal immigration.

Anupam Debashis Roy, writer and activist, has opined that earlier in relation to India-
Bangladesh bilateral relations views can be categorized into two exclusive categories. One
approach towards Indo-Bangladesh relations was ‘pro-Bangladesh’ and other approach was
‘anti-India’. But this clear division is getting blurred due to the enactment of much debated
CAA 2019 by BJP lead NDA government. Roy writes “it is because people are becoming
increasingly outraged by the atrocities of the BJP and its cronies that they are mistaking the
Indian people for its government. A sense of hatred already exists due to the Indian
government's actions regarding energy, environment, river water-sharing, border tensions and
trade relations. And the direct attack on Muslims and labelling them as 'Bangladeshis’ may
make Bangladeshis increasingly view India as their enemy and the sharp distinction between
Hindutva-hooliganism and the liberal spirit of India may be forgotten." (Sarkar, 2019)

In this context emergence of such negative attitude in the minds of people in
Bangladesh about India will provide leverage to anti-India, religious and political elements in
Bangladesh to muster momentum once again after 1 decade through the manipulation of fears
of people to come back to political power which will not be considered as a positive sign for
bilateral relations. Though it is evident that Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina is
continuously striving to maintain cordial relations with India but mere her statement that CAA
is India’s internal matter is not sufficiently enough. in order to balance in an interview with
Gulf News Hasina has opined that though CAA falls under the internal jurisdiction of India
and it has nothing to do with the determination of country’s foreign policy priorities but she
questioned the necessity of brining this type of law into force. (Zaman, 2020)

If we accept that CAA has been passed with a noble objective but if we compare
Bangladesh with other Islamist country like Pakistan or Afganistan in South Asian region
difference can be found out. Though Bangladesh has accepted Islam as state religion but the
way it has dealt with the minority issues particularly when Awami League has ruled the
country is quite different from countries like Pakistan or Afganistan. Hence CAA has
attempted to depict Bangladesh as a fundamentally theocratic Muslim nation which is
unacceptable to Bangladesh. Bangladesh has tried to maintain balance between its minority
and majority through the maintenance of communal harmony and peace. Bangladesh has tried
its best to secure and protect the rights of its minorities which cannot be denied. So conferment
of citizenship status based on religion is nothing but denial of role of Bangladesh in its
endeavors to maintain and protect its image as a moderate country.

Conclusion:

Implementation of CAA 2019 without possible rectification will not only affect India’s
domestic politics but it will also have serious implications for India’s foreign policy. Though it
is difficult to accept but we need to acknowledge that implementation of CAA in its present
form will tarnish India’s image at the global stage. It may cause serious damage to country’s
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trade relations and other exchanges with the SAARC countries. Such anti-India sentiments
which are taking place in the context of CAA may produce environment of hostility within
Bangladesh towards India. If this happens then Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina will
have nothing to do except to turn towards China with the aim to protect its internal political
stability. Such a hostile approach may bring real challenges by giving set back to the sub-
regional initiatives like BBIN or BIMSTEC. If India does loose her most trustworthy friend
Bangladesh with whom it has always enjoyed cordial ties then India’s role in the process of
integration will be questioned as it will challenge her role as a regional within SAARC and as
a global power. It may say that giving of only assurance will not be enough. It is the time
when India needs to come forward with the sole intention to control the damage. Apart from
setting up communications at the ministerial and bureaucratic level it is necessary to make
direct contact with people so that their psychological change can be arrested. Only proper and
effective communication and good will of Indian government can regenerate the trust in the
minds of the people of Bangladesh that their national interest will be protected at any cost.
(https://www.eurasiareview.com/17022020-caa-a-possible-irritant-in-india-bangladesh-
relations-analysis/, 2020) Above all, CAA along with NRC and NPR will also damage India’s
‘neighbourhood first’ policy which may in near future arrest India’s bilateral relation with
Bangladesh. India cannot bear the cost of losing four decades of relationship with Bangladesh.
So in this situation in order to maintain the amicability of Indo-Bangladesh bilateral relation
what is the demand of the situation is a cautious foreign policy which will not only endure the
existing ties between India and Bangladesh but also flourish the development of South Asian
region as a whole.
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Introduction:

Academic and Cultural exchanges between India and China in the modern period was
started through Buddhism. In the 5th centuries to 9th centuries monks and scholars like
Kumarjiva, Kashyap Matanga, Dharmaraksha, Xuan Zang, Fa Xian etc. travelled to each
other’s country and were engaged in translation of texts, exploring ancient coins, searching old
manuscripts etc. In the 18" and 19", both countries were oppressed by the colonial powers and
these works were either stopped or disturbed in many ways. But from the beginning of the 20th
century, some scholars started research work in their interest and the result of this work was
the publication of books. By the end of the 19th century, the literary movement in Bengal
created so many avenues among which studies and research work on oriental and East Asian
languages, Buddhist literature started slowly. As China, Hong Kong, Singapore, Malaysia,
Japan and Korea are adjacent neighbouring countries of Bengal, a lot of people of Bengal
travelled in those areas in the last century and authored books that became a literary treasure.
Also before the beginning of Chinese language study in a systematic way in Bengal, literary
works in the way of writing articles, books, poetry, essays had started on Buddhism, Tibet,
Travelogue, Chinese history, philosophy, literature, religion, geography, politics, development
of new China after the 1950s, Economic reform and development in China after 1980s, India —
China relations etc. Therefore, these works can be divided into three basic periods:

(a) Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1901 — 1937;

(b) Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1938 — 1980;

(c) Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1981 — 2000

The first book on China was written in Bengal was by Shri Krishnadhan
Bandyopadhaya (1846 — 1904) titled ‘Chiner Itihas’ (History of China, 1865) which was
perhaps the first book in any Indian language in India. He was a musician and wrote this book
while he was teaching in Gwalior. The reason behind writing this book was that there was no
book available in Bengali Language and the author used English books as resource materials
for compilation. It was also known from the introduction of the book that Pandit Ishwar
Chandra Vidyasagar corrected the final proof of this book. The book covered general
introductions on China like rivers, agriculture, society and history of China which covered
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dynasty wise analysis, religion, literature festivals, culture etc. The author tried to portray a full
picture of China’s history and it became a textbook for students in the contemporary period.

Mahendulal Garg (1870 — 1942) was perhaps the first person to introduce China and
Chinese civilization to Hindi readers. In his book ‘Cheen Darpan’ (Chinese Mirror), he gave
an introduction about China and Chinese civilization in 1899. The book was written on the
basis of his staying in China during the Boxer War. He used to write regularly in the Hindi
Newspaper ‘“Bharat Mitra” between June — December 1900.

(@)  Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1901 — 1937:

In India, Bengalis are famous for travelling and food habits. In the 18th century,
British rule started in India and Calcutta was the Political capital. Through the establishment of
Fort William College, University of Calcutta, Serampore College etc. in Calcutta (later on
became Kolkata), a renaissance in the literary field started. A new group of scholars emerged
in Bengal who travelled to foreign countries like Europe, America or Asia for attaining
academic degrees or for acquiring more knowledge. On the other hand, Chinese Language
study started in Serampore for the Missionary purpose of translating the Bible, Old Testament
into Chinese Language and Confucian Analects into English. Also, the University of Calcutta
started teaching the Chinese Language (1917) through a China-based Belgian teacher, but
could not continue long due to a shortage of students. In the 1920s, Rabindranath Tagore
started Visva-Bharati (International) University where studies on oriental languages and
literature including Chinese were also included. But beyond these Chinese study groups who
worked in Santiniketan or in Kolkata, many individual researchers, travellers, authors also
worked in their own capacity and created history in that period.

One such example was Sarat Chandra Das (1849 - 1917) who created a history of
collecting Buddhist manuscripts and books from Tibet at the beginning of the twentieth
century. He was perhaps the first Bengali after Atish Dipankara who went to Tibet and China.
He is originally from Chattagram (present Bangladesh) and went to Darjeeling to serve as a
high school teacher in English. He was also an expert in Sanskrit and Hindi. But later on, he
fell in love with Buddhism and learned Chinese and Tibetan Language there. His thirst to
know more about Tibet and Buddhism prompted him to visit Tibet first in June 1879 for six
months and second in November 1881 for 14 months. In 1884, he visited Peking (present
Beijing) as British Government sent him for a private job. In 1885, he wrote a book titled
‘Journey to Lhasa and Central Tibet’ and the book was banned by the British Government for
several political reasons and published again in 1902. He also wrote a Tibetan — English
Dictionary and collected manuscripts, Sanskrit texts, translated books from Tibet. He loved
Tibet so much that he named his own house in Darjiling ‘Lasa Vila’. At present, there is a
museum in his house named ‘Himalayan Tibet Museum’ where a lot of Tibetan manuscripts,
Sanskrit books, documents and memoirs used by Sarat Chadra have been kept. Japanese
Buddhist Monk Ekai Kawaguchi visited Tibet and later on wrote a book titled ‘Three Years in
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Tibet’ in 1909. Kawaguchi stayed in Darjeeling at Sarat Chandra’s residence and learned many
things from Sarat Chandra (Sen, 2017).

Like Sarat Chandra Das, Indumadhab Mallick (December 4, 1869 — May 8, 1917)
was a traveller, social reformer, business entrepreneur and also writer. In February 1904, he
travelled to Laos, Singapore, Hong Kong and Xiamen of China which had been coincided with
the Russia-Japan War, according to eminent Sinologist of India Narayan Chandra Sen. After
returning from China, he wrote a book ‘Cheen Bhraman’ (Travels in China, 1906) which is
perhaps the first travelogue on China from Eastern India. The book illustrates the full
description of daily life, social customs of the Chinese people in detail. Indumadhab first wrote
his experience of travelling China in contemporary Bengali journals like Bangabasi, Sahitya
Bharati etc. and later on compiled all documents into a book (Ghosh, 2020).

Rahul Sankrityan (April 9, 1893 — April 14, 1963) had visited Tibet to collect
documents on Buddhism from Tibet, wrote a book titled ‘Tibbat Mein Sawa Barsh’ (One and
Half Years in Tibet, 1939) originally in Hindi. The book was translated in Hindi by Shri
Jaychandra Vidyalankar and in Bengali as ‘Tibbate Sawa Bachar’ by Malay Chattopadhaya in
1982). He was an expert in several languages like Hindi, Bhojpuri, Nepali, Urdu, Bengali, Pali,
Sanskrit, Arabic, Farsi, English, Tibetan and Russian. Besides these, his other books written in
the Hindi Language are a treasure in Indian literature.

Kedarnath Bandyopadhaya (February 15, 1863 — November 29, 1949) was a literary
personality and novelist in Bengali in the early twentieth century. He was born in a lower-
middle-class family in Dakshineswar (near Kolkata) and continued his early academic career
there. Later on, their family shifted to Meerut, Ambala and Lucknow respectively due to his
elder brother’s job. In his professional life, Kedarnath joined the military in his early life. He
was sent to China in 1902 and stayed there till 1905. In 1910, he first wrote two articles about
his experience in China in the Bharati Patrika titled ‘Cheen Prabasir Patra’ (Letter from a
China Visitor). Later on, after he retired from his job, Kedarnath compiled all these documents
together in a book titled ‘Cheen Jatri’ (Traveller of China, 1926) which was published by
Indian Associated Publishing House in Kolkata (Lakkhichara, 2014).

Binoy Kumar Sarkar (December 26, 1887 — November 24, 1949) was a Bengali
novelist who travelled to many countries including China. He knew 8 languages and authored
many books on philosophy, history, literature etc. He was a social scientist, Professor at the
University of Calcutta and nationalist fellow. He authored many books in five different
languages like Bengali, English, German, Italian and French. He had visited several countries
including England, Switzerland, Germany, ltaly, America, Japan, China, Egypt etc. In 1916, he
wrote a book in English titled ‘Chinese Religion through Hindu Eyes’. He wrote two books on
China titled ‘Bartaman Juge Cheen Samrajya’ (Chinese Empire in the Present Era, 1917) and
‘Cheena Sabhyatar o oa ko kha’ (ABCD of Chinese Civilisation, 1922). He stayed in China
for nearly one year and visited Chinese cities like Shanghai, Peking, Mukden etc. Both books
covered the history of China till the Qing dynasty and the beginning of the Republic of China,
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philosophy, ancient china, literature, culture, food habits in different parts of China, his
experience with contemporary Chinese society etc. (Subrata, 2017).

Prabhat Kumar Mukherji (July 27, 1892 — November 7, 1985) was a renowned
author and also wrote the biography of Poet Rabindranath Tagore. He was the first batch
student who learned the Chinese Language at the Visva-Bharati University of Santiniketan.
Orientalist Sylvan Levi, Giuseppi Tucci, Tan Yunshan were teachers during the beginning year
of Chinese study in Santiniketan. In 1931, he wrote a book titled ‘Indian Literature in China
and the Far East’ and gifted it to poet Rabindranath Tagore on his 70th birthday. Content of
this covers includes ancient Buddhist contacts between India and China in detail. Special
features of this book are a long alphabetical list of Sanskrit Works translated into the Chinese
Language with the name of translators and a list of translators of Chinese Tripitaka. Later on,
he wrote another book titled ‘Chine Bouddha Sahitya’ (Buddhist Literature in China, 1980) in
Bengali which became very useful for research work.

(b) Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1938 — 1980:

Prabodh Chandra Bachi (November 18, 1898 — January 19, 1956) was the most
notable Sino-Indologist in the 20th century. He had worked in many languages like Sanskrit,
Pali, French, Chinese, English and Bengali. In 1944, he wrote ‘India and China: A Thousand
Years of Cultural Relations, a textbook for Indian students to date. Some of his books in
Bengali were ‘Bouddha Dharma o Sahitya’ (Buddhist Religion and Literature), ‘Bharat o
Cheen’ (India and China), ‘Bharat o0 Madhya Asia’ (India and Central Asia) etc. Some of his
English books were ‘Studies in the Tantras, Part — I’ (1939), ‘India and Central Asia’ (1955),
‘She-Kia-Fang-Che’ (1959), ‘Indological Studies — A Collected works of Dr P. C. Bagchi, Vol
I’ (1982). His works primarily included recovering ancient Chinese Buddhist text, translation
of manuscripts, exploring ancient coins, scripts etc. for developing many unknown documents
of Buddhist literature and Indian culture. In 1947, he was sent to the Peking University for two
years as the first Chair Professor of Indian History and Culture®. In May 1952, he visited
China as a member of the Indian Cultural Delegation led by Vijaylakshmi Pandit
((Mukherjee, 2010)

Ramnath Biswas (January 13, 1894 — November 1, 1955) was an Indian
revolutionary, soldier, traveller and writer. He had travelled to nearly 30 countries including

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China on a bicycle during 1931-33, 1934-36, 1936-40, according to historians. During the first
world trip, he travelled through Malay, Siam, Indo-China, China, Korea, Japan etc. countries.
In April 1941, he wrote a book titled ‘Moron Bijayi Cheen’ (Death-winning China), which
depicted Chinese people’s struggle against Japan and other colonial forces. During his trip to
China, he had covered almost maximum areas of China beginning from Hong Kong, Macao,
Canton, Changsha, Hangzhou, Nanjing, Shanghai, Peking, Great Wall of China, Mukden etc.
In Peking, he had meetings with the Indian revolutionary hero Raja Mahendra Pratap Singh
(December 1, 1886 — April 29, 1979) and so many Indian people. After returning from China,
he met Rabindranath Tagore in Santiniketan in 1937 (Jasim Uddin, 2016).

Tripurari Chakraborty was a Professor in History at the University of Calcutta and a
founder member of General Secretary of the India — China Friendship Association in 1951 in
Kolkata. In September 1951, at the invitation of five Chinese organizations, an unofficial
goodwill mission consisting of ten members visited China led by Pandit Sunderlal primarily to
celebrate the second anniversary of the People’s Republic of China. Professor Tripurari
Chakraborty and Professor Nirmal Bhattacharya were part of the delegation team. The
objective of the visit was to find potential areas of Sino-Indian bilateral cooperation including
trade, politics, culture and to spot China’s agricultural, industrial development. The delegation
team visited Shanghai textile mills, Peking Federation of Cooperative and Peking University in
Beijing, Canton, Mukden, Tianjin, Nanjing, Shanghai, Hangzhou and several other small cities
and villages near cities also visited. After his return from China, an article in Bengali titled
‘Amar Dekha Notun Cheen’ was published in the Hindustan Standard newspaper on 18
November 1951. Later on, Professor Chakraborty wrote a book titled ‘The New China as |
have Seen’ (1952) (Sunderlal, 1952).

Manoj Basu (July 25, 1901 — 26 December 1987) was an eminent Bengali novelist in
the late twentieth century. As a versatile writer, he authored drama, novels, stories, travel
stories and served as editor of many journals. Many of his books have been translated into
Hindi, English, Gujrati, Marathi and Malayalam language. In 1952, he travelled to China to
participate in the World Peace Conference in Beijing as a member of the Indian delegation.
After returning from China, he wrote ‘Cheen Dekhe Elam’ (I Saw China) first in many
volumes in the leading Bengali monthly Journal Basumati in 1952-53 and later on compiled it
together and finally published it as a single book in 1955. In his book, he has given vivid
descriptions of new China’s development, the National Day programme in Beijing. During the
trip, he had meetings with many notable Indians including Mr Jagdish Jain who was visiting
Hindi Professor at the Peking University and eminent Sinologist and former Indian
Ambassador to China Vasant Vasedev Paranjape (1955-57) and several others.

Narayan Sanyal (April 26, 1924 — February 7, 2005) was an eminent writer in
modern Bengali literature. His literary works covered travel stories, children’s stories,
historical novels, science fiction, detective story. Sanyal wrote ‘Cheen — Bharat Long March’
(China - India Long March 1977) which became very popular in Bengali literature. He had
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dedicated the book to Dr Bijay Basu, who was a member of the famous Congress Medical
Mission (1938-43) to China. The book starts with a long introduction of India — China
relations from the ancient period to the present and then discuss in detail the ancient history of
China, Buddhism in China, and a detailed analysis of historical dynasties till the period of the
foundation of the People’s Republic of China. He had analysed a comparative study of Indian
history and Chinese history together and made self-analysis which is perhaps a very rare
document available in any Indian language. He has described in detail the famous incident in
modern Chinese history - Long March (1934-35) and tried to make a comparative study with
other revolutionary movements in the world as well as in India. His story also included India —
China boundary conflict, the Naxalbari movement, the ideological crisis in the Indian
communist movement etc.

Adding to this list there were Professor Anukul Chandra Banerjee who wrote a
book in English titled ‘Studies in Chinese Buddism’ (1977). Gouranga Gopal Sengupta wrote
in Bengali a book titled ‘Bharat Cheen o Cheen Bharat Paribrajakbrinda’ (India China and
China India Travelers, 1977). The book was written at a time when the restoration process of
bilateral diplomatic, trade, cultural relations were going on. Swami Jagadiswarananda of
Belur Math wrote a book on biography of Chinese Philosopher Lao Zi titled ‘Chainik Swami
Lao Tze’ (1980).

(c) Literary Works in Bengal on China from 1981 — 2000:

China’s economic reform and opening up to the outside world since the beginning of
1980 marked the revival of international relations in a new manner. Also, India’s relations with
China also restored in 1976 after a gap of almost 15 years. Both incidents marked the
beginning of new chapters in the literary field also. A lot of people from different fields visited
China from India and they authored books on their experiences in a book. Also, books on
Chinese literature, philosophy, Buddhism, Poetry, Language etc. were published. Scholars
from Santiniketan like Amitendranath Tagore and Narayan Chandra Sen are working still now
even if they have crossed ninety. But besides Santiniketan, there are many people who have
authored about their understanding about China which is also very important Professor Hara
Prasad Ray, an eminent Sinologist contributed largely towards the literary exchanges between
the two countries. Kanak Mukhopadhaya and Maitreyi Devi are the only women authors in this
list of authors who went to China and expressed their satisfaction through their pen.

Kanak Mukhopadhaya (1921 — 2005) was a communist leader and leading member
of the women movement in Bengal and ex-parliament member. Besides participating in the
people’s movement, she was also a writer. She had visited China and wrote a book titled
‘Cheen Bhramaner Dairey Theke’ (From China Travel Diary, 1980). Maitreyi
Devi (September 1, 1914 — January 29, 1989) was an Indian poet and novelist. Her family had
close relations with Poet Rabindranath Tagore. She was awarded the prestigious Sahitya
Academy Award for the novel ‘Na Hanyate’ (It Does Not Die: A Romance, 1974). In 1978,
she had visited China as a member of the Indian delegation. Chinese Association for
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Friendship with Foreign Countries honoured her for a dinner on her arrival to China. She wrote
a book titled ‘Achena Cheen’ (Unknown China, 1978) in which she depicted her experiences
with the latest economic development of China.

Dr Haraprasad Ray (1931 - 2019) was a leading Sinologist in the late 20th century
who had worked on Sino-Indian as well as Sino-Bengal trade in the medieval period. In 1975,
under the inspiration of Acharya Vinobha Bhave he wrote ‘Hindi-Chini Primer’, the first
textbook of Chinese Language in the Hindi Language. More than ten books he wrote in
English some of which are ‘India South-East Asia and China: Some Historical Issues’ (1999),
‘Trade and Trade Routes between India and China, C. 140 BC. 1500° (2003), ‘Chinese
Sources of South Asian History in Translation: Data for Study in India-China Relations
through History’ (8 Volumes) etc. He had served as Professor in the Ministry of Defence and
JNU respectively and Senior Fellow in the Indian Council of Historical Research. From 2000
to till death, he had served as the Senior Fellow cum Scholar Supervisor in the Asiatic Society,
Kolkata.

Amitendranath Tagore (1922 — till date) studied the Chinese Language in the early
phase of Cheena-Bhavana. He went to China under the Chinese Cultural Studies Scheme
sponsored by the Ministry of Education, National Government of China and studied at Peking
University during 1947-1950. In 1952, he joined the National Defence Academy, Dehra Dun
and later on taught in several other institutes like the Michigan University of Oakland and
Pennsylvania University, USA etc. His literary contributions include an English book titled
‘Literary Debates in Modern China (1918-1937)" of East Asian cultural studies series, 1967)
and ‘Moments of Rising Mist Sung Dynasty Landscape Poetry’ (1973). In 1961, he and
Mohanlal Gangopadhaya jointly wrote in Bengali ‘Chinamati’ (China Clay, 1961) which is a
collection of short stories written by Lu Xun, Mao Dun, Lao She etc. Besides these,
Amitendranth Tagore wrote several other books on Chinese philosophy and literature in
Bengali like ‘Lun Yu: Confucius er Kathopokathan’ (Lun Yun: Conversation of Confucius,
2007), ‘Tao Teching’ (Philosophy of Laozi, 2007). In 2018, Amitendranath Tagore wrote in
Bengali his biography titled ‘Amit Katha” which included his experience in Cheena Bhavana,
meetings with Tan Yunshan, Chinese Premier Zhou Enlai, Jawaharlal Nehru etc.

Narayan Chandra Sen studied the Chinese Language in Cheena — Bhavana and
renowned Sinologist in India. He was awarded a scholarship for the study of Foreign
Languages abroad (1954-55) and admitted to Peking University for studying the Chinese
Language'®. In 2013, he wrote a Bengali book titled ‘Maobad o Bharat -Cheen Bouddha
Darshan’ (Maoism and the Buddhist Philosophy of India China). In 2015, he and Ankan Datta
wrote in Bengali ‘Cheena Bhasa Nije Sikhun’ (Learn Chinese Yourself), the first book written
in Bengali. His son Professor Tansen Sen and his wife Liang Fan also assisted in the making of
this book. The unique feature of this book is the use of Pinyin in Bengali pronunciation and

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translation of Chinese conversations into Bengali. His English book titled ‘China’s Economic
Reform Ideological Legitimacy and Deng Xiaoping Theory’ (2011) is also discussed China’s
reform and opening up and Deng Xiaoping’s role.

Conclusion:

A Recent book published in 2013 titled ‘Amar Cheen Prabas’ (My China Trip)
by Asutosh Roy claims that the author was an Indian soldier who went to China from Calcutta
during 1912. He had stayed in several places in Hong Kong, China and Singapore. After
returning from China, he published his experience about staying in China in the famous
Prabasi Patrika. It is impossible to measure literary works in China in Bengal within a couple
of words. There are many books, research articles, writings, manuscripts that are still not
available. Besides Cheena Bhavana of Santiniketan, there are many documents, books,
journals, manuscripts that are still now unavailable. There are enough potentials for future
research work and Sinological studies in the University of Calcutta, Asiatic Society, Jadavpur
University, National Library in Alipore, Serampore College, Fort William etc. There are many
old Bengali newspapers and journals like Bharati, Prabasi, Basumati, Jugantar, Anandabazar
etc, which can highlight many areas which are still unknown. Many soldiers from Bengal,
Bihar, Assam, Orissa had participated in the Boxer War and stayed there for decades. After
founding New China, many people went there for business, religious and academic purposes
and their experiences have been published in local journals, newspaper articles, and periodicals
and as books some of which are still left unnoticed. Therefore, serious research work will
explore all these documents and be helpful for some more unknown facts which will
strengthen future research work.
