| ate adm ssions. In the CBCS system students are requested to sel ect
course subjects based on their core conpetence, aptitude and skills.
The teachers formall departnents counsel the students regarding the
scope of different courses being offered as well as provide gui dance
inrelation to the students’ aptitude and conpetence. Qpportunity is
al so given to the students for changing their options. If they are
not able to cope with the course they selected. Teachers remain
avail able in college to clear the doubts and counsel the students.
Advanced students are encouraged to becone class nonitors. Extension
| ectures and exposure visits to different industrial units, power
proj ects, archeol ogical sites, diversity rich areas geographi cal
sites etc. are regularly conducted in the coll ege.
